The Citizenship and Belonging research group in the School of Geography is running a one-day international workshop on the production of social and personal space in prisons in the United Kingdom, the Netherlands and the United States.

Whilst there has been considerable interest in the social sciences in prisons as disciplinary spaces, much of this inspired by the writing of Michel Foucault, less attention has been paid to the experience of inmates, their relationships with each other, with the staff, and with the material spaces of the prison. This workshop, based on empirical research in a number of settings, will explore various aspects of prisoner experience and the constitution of prison space. The discussions will have wider implications for an understanding of institutional geographies and the intersections of material spaces, age, gender, sexuality and race.
