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Registering for Digimap

This module requires that you have individual access to the EDINA Digimap web pages for downloading Ordnance Survey digital map data for use in GIS practicals and assignments.  This hand out explains how to register for Digimap.

IMPORTANT

It takes ISS and EDINA at least a week to register you as a Digimap user.  It is therefore important that you complete the registration process as soon as possible and hand in the forms to Dr Carver or a demonstrator as you will need a Digimap ID to complete the second practical.

There are two basic steps to registering for Digimap:

1. Registering online as an Athens User (you may have done this already)

2. Registering as a Digimap User

1. Registering as an Athens User

Access the University homepage in the web browser of your preference (www.leeds.ac.uk) and click on the link to the library.  On the library web page follow the link for “ATHENS Passwords” to register for an Athens password using your ISS username and password (www.leeds.ac.uk/library/athens/athens.htm). Take note of the username and password you are given (you will need this to register for Digimap).

2. Registering as a Digimap User

Access the EDINA Digimap homepage (www.edina.ac.uk/digimap/) and follow the link to “Register for Digimap”.  Read the instructions on the following page very carefully and follow to the word. The procedure is as follows:

1. Read the terms of use

2. Read the terms and conditions on the current page

3. Complete your Athens personal username and password at the bottom of the page and click “Continue”

4. Complete and confirm your personal details on the following page (NB always use your ISS email address NOT any personal email account you may have)

5. Print the resulting personal registration form

6. Give the form to Dr Carver or a demonstrator (we will take all your forms to the EDINA Digimap representative in ISS for signing and forwarding to EDINA).

You will be notified email of your Digimap account details in about week’s time. As soon as you receive this please check that it works by returning to the Digimap web site and logging on.  If you have a problem, please contact Dr Carver as soon as possible (steve@geog.leeds.ac.uk).

Remember:  Please do this as soon as possible. Not having a valid Digimap ID is no excuse for not being able to complete the practicals and assignments.
