Foreword

This Key Stage One Geography Resource book has been devised for teachers, parents and students.  Fully comprehensive materials have been produced to ensure that any reader can proficiently lead a lesson from the detailed instructions given throughout.

This guide contains teachers’ notes/lesson plans, classroom materials - including extension materials - and answer sheets where needed, for 10 one-hour KS1 Geography lessons. (N.B Homework activities are not included because at this stage homework is not set for students in Bramley Primary School).

The complied teaching materials are based on the QCA, unit 5, ‘Where in the world is Barnaby Bear?’ teaching resources.  The materials cover a wide range of topics from the Barnaby Bear unit and other units specified in the National Curriculum for KS1 Geography.  The students are able to learn about other areas of the course through the use of the familiar Barnaby Bear character. This approach is great for KS1 students as it stimulates a sense of personal involvement, making learning a lot of fun!

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Lesson Plan One: Barnaby Bear learns the Country Code

Syllabus Links

Learning Objectives

· To teach the students about the main characteristics of the countryside.

· To understand the term and concept of ‘countryside’.
· To understand that when we visit the countryside there are certain things that we must not do and why e.g. we must close the gates so that the animals do not ‘get out’ of the fields and run away.
· To understand that we must look after the countryside by following certain rules.
Vocabulary

	Approx. time

	- On the carpet discuss what the countryside is like - its main features (use the Big Picture Book’ to prompt discussion).  Encourage the students to talk about their trips to the country and what they saw and did there.  Draw some comparisons to the city.

- Play the tape of countryside noises and ask the students to say what they can hear at the end.  Use the toy tractors, sheep and cattle etc to introduce and reinforce characteristics of the countryside.  

- Create a mind map.

-Tell a story about when Barnaby went to the countryside and all the things that happened.

- Discuss, why is litter bad? Why do we need to close gates? Why should we not pick the flowers?

Tape – ‘Sound Effects’; white board and pen;
Toy tractors, sheep, cows etc.; ‘Barnaby Bears Trip to the Countryside’ sheet.

	- Split the students into two groups (or pairs).

- Allowing 2-3 mins, ask the students to circle all the things that people are doing wrong in the country.

- Using activity sheet one, ask the students to come up to the front of the class and circle one or two bad things each.

	- Discuss some ideas of how to protect the countryside and how to prevent damage.

	- Complete their own work sheets by filling-in all the rules in the county code, referring to the picture and white board.

	Round-up: 

- Ask what they know and would expect to find in the countryside.

Extension Activity

Ask the students in pairs to do a role play exercise where one student pretends to do something naughty whilst in the country and the other students has to decide how s/he will deal with the situation.  Present to the class.
Barnaby Bears Trip to the Countryside

One day Barnaby Bear went to the countryside to visit his Aunty and Uncle.  When he got to his Aunty and Uncles house he thought how wonderful it was to be in the countryside: there were lots of birds singing in the large, green trees; there were lots of green fields with cows and sheep eating the grass; and at the bottom of the garden there was a lovely blue stream with fish jumping out the water.  After lunch, Barnaby went for a walk in the countryside with his Uncle.  They walked past a group of older children who were playing music very loudly and one of them dropped a crisp packet on the floor and didn’t pick it up.  Another girl was picking some flowers to put into her hair.  Further along the walk, Barnaby saw an older couple with a dog.  The dog was chasing some sheep around the field – they looked very tired of running.  The couple walked through a gate at the other end of the field and didn’t close the gate!  Because the dog was chasing the sheep, very quickly, lots of the sheep and little lambs ran out of the gate and into another field with cows in.  Barnaby’s Uncle was very angry and said that they must go home straight away.  When Barnaby and his Uncle got home, Barnaby’s Uncle rang up the farmer and told him that all the sheep and lambs had run out of the field into the cow field.  The farmer was very angry but thanked Barnaby’s Uncle for letting him no.  Barnaby’s Aunty had made some cakes while they were out walking and so, over a piece of cake, Barnaby’s Uncle talked with Barnaby about all the things that you should and should not do in the countryside.       
Discuss with the class what things they think Barnaby and his Uncle would have talked about – things you should and should not do when visiting the countryside.

Learning Objectives

· To understand what a city is – know what the characteristic features of a city are.

· To realise that there are both positive and negative things about life in a city.

	Approx. time

	- On the carpet, ask the students if they know the name of the city that they live in and see if they can point it out on a map of the UK.
- Has anyone visited Leeds or any other cities?  What was it like? What did you see? What did it smell like? What did it sound like?  What can you do in cities? Los of cars? Lots of People? What were they doing?

- Use ‘The Big Picture Book’ and activity sheet one to prompt discussion.

- Create a mind map of all the ideas.

- Talk about the good and the bad things about cities.

Lesson Plan Three: Barnaby Bear goes to the Countryside and the City

Syllabus Links

Teaching Objectives

· To contrast and compare the human and physical differences between city and country life. 

· To introduce the concept of different localities.

Vocabulary

	Resources
	Approx. time

	- On the carpet, use pictures of the country and the city in the Big Picture Book, whilst playing tape, to prompt discussion of the characteristics of the countryside and the city. 

- Ask questions to help the students realise the differences between the city and countryside, making comparisons: include sounds, smells and noises.

- Write down ideas on the white board.

	- Read the story about the town mouse and the country mouse.

	- Card Task:  Group activity 

Present the students with students with 20 cards, each with a characteristic of either the city or the countryside written on it.

- Ask the students to sort the cards into two piles:  characteristics of the city and characteristics of the countryside.

- Once the students have completed the task, discuss any cards that they may have placed in the wrong pile.  Encourage them to think about why it is in the wrong pile.

	Round-up:

Lesson Plan Four: Creating a passport for Barnaby Bear and his Friends. 

Syllabus Links

1a), 1b), 1c), 1d) – 2a), 2c), 2b) – 6b)

Learning Objectives

· To realise why, when and where we need our passports.

· To introduce the idea of travel to far-off places and of localities different to our own.

Vocabulary

Abroad, travel, passport, transport, countries

	- On the carpet create a mind map by asking questions such as: What items do we pack when we travel abroad?

What do we need our passport for? When do we need our passport? Can you remember when Barnaby Bear used his passport? [Dublin and France] How did Barnaby Bear travel to different countries? I.e. different forms of transport.
	White Board and Pen
	10 mins

	- Complete Barnaby Bears Passport for him as group. 
	Activity Sheet One and pens.
	10 mins.

	- Each student then completes his or her own passport including drawing a self-portrait, writing down their own information and colouring-in the British flag.

- Colour in, using ‘Textbook of Flags’, the flags on the back of the passport and write the name of each country underneath.
	Activity Sheet Two and Three; colouring pencils and pens; ‘Textbook of Flags’

	Round-up:

- Each child may be asked to present their passport and talk about where they have, and would like to travel.

Extension Activity

Make a boarding card for Barnaby Bear on a rectangular piece of paper for the next time he travels.  It should include: his name; flight number; flight time and date; seat number and destination.

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Lesson Plan Five: The Four Seasons

Syllabus Links

1a), 1b), 1c), 1d) – 2a), 2d) – 3a) – 4a), 4b) 

Learning Objectives

· To realise the existence of the four seasons and consolidate previous background knowledge of the seasons.

· To be able to understand and identify some of the key characteristics of each season.

Vocabulary

Seasons, winter, spring, summer, autumn, temperature, rainfall, weather symbols, wind, ‘seasonal colours’

Main

	Activity
	Resources
	Approx. time

	- On the carpet, Read out the poem about the months of the year – ask the students what they think it is about.  Talk about how the months of the year are grouped into four seasons.  Re-cap (from previous work) what the four seasons are.  

- Create a mind map of the characteristics of winter i.e. clothes, food, weather and weather symbols etc.

- Discuss the succession of seasons: what happens after wintertime?  Will it always be this cold?  What happens next?  What comes after winter? 

- Think about the main characteristics of each season.  [Focus on areas covered on the work sheet].  

- Use the ‘Big Picture Book’ to show the physical changes that occur during the seasons, point out the different colours that you can see in each season.
	‘The Months’ poem; White Board and pen; the ‘Big Picture Book’.
	10-15 mins

	- Empty all the items listed in the resources list on to the floor and, using four trays, each labelled summer, autumn, winter and spring, ask the students to place the items in the appropriate seasonal trays.

- Discuss with the students those items they got right and those they got wrong, and why.
	Four trays labelled winter, spring, summer and autumn; Pile of clothing (e.g. flip-flops, swimming costume, hat, gloves), printed weather symbols, conkers, Easter egg, holly, leaves, umbrella, Daffodils and so on
	15 mins

	- As a group complete one column/season by asking the students to come to the front of the class and put into the table the symbols that they think apply to that season. (Activity sheet 1 &2).

- Students are required to colour, cut out and stick each description/picture (Activity Sheet Two) into their own table (Activity Sheet One) in the appropriate season.

	Round-up:

- Ask the students what the main features of the four seasons are by presenting their posters to the group and discussing what they have put in each column/season.  Ask if the students can think of any other additions to add to the seasons.

Extension Activity

Write 3 or 4 sentences to explain which season is their favourite and why e.g. because in the summer it is hot and sunny and you can go swimming.

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Lesson Plan Six:  Weather Forecasts

Syllabus Links

1a), 1b), 1c), 1d) – 2a), 2b), 2c), 2d)  - 3a), 3d) – 4b) 

Learning Objectives

· To introduce the idea that different types of weather can be illustrated through ‘weather symbols’.

· To understand that the weather can be very different in different parts of the United Kingdom and that the weather is frequently changing.

· To understand the idea of a ‘weather forecast’ and why they are important and who needs to know what the forecast is going to be.

Vocabulary

Weather, weather symbols, weather forecast

Main

	Activity
	Resources
	Approx. time

	- On the carpet discuss all the different types of weather.

- Introduce weather symbols that show all the different types of weather.  Ask the students to say what they think they could show. 
- Talk to the class about weather forecasts – what they are, what they are used for, who needs to know the weather forecast e.g. if you were planning a picnic the next day, or people who work outside.
- Connect the ideas of using the forecasts to decide what you might wear that day. 
	White board and pen; weather symbols
	10 mins

	- Give each student an envelope containing a piece of paper that has a weather forecast written on it e.g. Its raining in Aberdeen!

- Going around the group each child opens his/her envelope and depending on the forecast, uses the sticky weather symbols to place them on the correct city on the UK map.  

- Each student may have two or three goes each.  Some cities may have two or more forecasts as the weather changes throughout the day!
	Forecast cards (Activity Sheet One) in individual envelopes; UK cities map (laminated with Velcro stickers); Weather symbol cards (Activity Sheet One -laminated with Velcro stickers) 
	20 mins

	- Using the weather symbols which are already placed on the UK map, ask the students to fill in the tables on Activity Sheet Two.  Colour pictures.
	Activity Sheet Two; colouring-in pencils.
	25 mins

	Round-up:

- Ask the students to present their posters to the group and talk about what they have chosen to wear in each city.

Extension Activity

-Write a few sentences about why weather forecasts are useful and who might be interested in them e.g. farmers and fishermen.

-Watch a weather forecast on television and see if you can recognise the symbols and see if the forecast for your area is correct for the next day!

Note: For best results, enlarge (to A3) and laminate the UK map and laminate the weather symbol cards.  Attach Velcro pads to the UK map under each city and on the back of the weather symbol cards.

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Lesson Plan Seven: Grid Co-ordinates

Syllabus Links

Learning Objectives

· To teach the basic principals of grid co-ordinates (basic map skills) through practical activities.

· To look at how co-ordinates can be used in mapping and geography.

Vocabulary

Grid, co-ordinates, grid code

Main

	Activity
	Resources
	Approx. time

	- Introduce the concept of grid codes and how they are used by using a large grid placed on the floor and asking the students to throw a bean bag and then say which square it has landed in, giving the correct grid reference.

- Then, use two teams and one team has to pick a grid reference that the other team has to try and throw the bean bag into, and vice versa.   N.B. Use ‘along the corridor and up the stairs’ as a learning tool.  Try three or four versions of the game. 
	2 Bean bags,

	25 mins

	- Using Activity Sheet One, ask the students to complete the picture by colouring-in the correct grid boxes (10x10 or, 20x20) to create a picture of Barnaby.

- Consolidate information learnt by using an A-Z map and asking the students to find their school and which grid reference it is in!  Try other well-known locations.  Fastest finger first!

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Lesson Plan Eight: Map Scales

· To introduce the concept of enlarging and reducing the size of objects as represented on a map.

· To demonstrate the concept of scale.

	Resources
	Approx. time

	- On the carpet, begin by using the big and the small ball to show the difference in size.

-Then, build Lego models of a house, one using big blocks and one using the same number of small blocks to show different scales.
	One large and one small ball; Lego blocks – large and small.
	5 mins

	- Split the students into groups of 3 or 4, hand out one small model and one different large model of (e.g. a tower) and many single large and small blocks.  Give them a 5 or 6 minutes to build the models, either larger or smaller accordingly.

- See which group wins!
	Lots of large and small Lego blocks; 5 or six made-up large and small Lego models.
	10 mins

	- Returning to the carpet, show how, using an activity sheet, the same idea may be shown on paper: demonstrate how to enlarge (and reduce) an object on paper, if confident, invite the students to come up to the front and fill in a square.
	Activity sheet one; felt-tip pen.
	10 mins

	- Working individually, ask each student to enlarge a picture, activity sheet one and fill in the blanks.

- Then, give each student a picture to reduce in size, activity sheet two and fill in the blanks.

- Colour pictures.
	Activity Sheet one & two; rulers; pencils; rubbers; colouring pencils.
	25 mins

	Round-up:

Using two A-Z maps or ordinance survey maps, of different scales, demonstrate by e.g. showing their school, how you can see different things and how big the grids are on each.

Extension Activity

Give each student a couple of blank 2x square grids and ask them to decide upon their own pictures which they want to enlarge or reduce.

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Lesson Plan Nine: Dot Maps – Barnaby’s Birthday Party!

Syllabus Links

1a), 1b), 1d) – 2a), 2b), 2c), 2d), 2e) – 4a)

Learning Objectives

· To demonstrate how dot maps are used in mapping by illustrating that they represent something meaningful e.g. populations.

· To look at and explain why, as represented by the map, the reason why some places may be more crowded than others.

Vocabulary

Dot map, crowded, empty

Main

	Activity
	Resources
	Approx. time

	- Divide the class into four areas.  Have a paper copy of the four areas at the front of the class.
- In pairs (or larger groups), ask the students to take one piece of coloured card.  The students have to walk around the classroom. When you say STOP! They must hold up their piece of paper.  Then, mark using different colours where each pair is in the room.  

- On the carpet, talk about what the dots on the white board show.

- Show the students that on a dot map, a ‘dot’ represents something, in this case a student.  As a group complete activity sheet one to demonstrate this.
	Many pieces of coloured card; white board and coloured pens.

	10 mins

	- Activity Sheet two - using the text, ask the students to complete the ground-floor plan of Barnaby’s house showing where everyone is at the party.  Begin by reading out the text while the students follow it on their own work sheets.  Then, ask them to highlight all the rooms that are mentioned in the text.  Can anyone tell me who is in the kitchen? And so on.  Following this, ask the students to fill in the table with the correct number of dots in each room showing the number of people.

	- Begin by reading out a text about what Barnaby Bear found in the local area, ask the children to stand-up whenever they hear something bad about what he found e.g. in their playground.

	Round-up:

- Ask the students to present their posters to the group saying one sentence describing what they have done.
- Ask the children what they are going to tell their friends and family about dropping litter.
