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Introduction

This set of lessons was designed to fulfil the criteria for QCA Unit 13- ‘A contrasting UK locality’ for Year 5 pupils. 

The unit is expected to allow most pupils to:

· Describe the physical and human features of the place studied and understand how the mix of these features helps to explain its character

· Draw out similarities and differences between places and begin to understand links between them

· Offer appropriate observations about locations and the patterns made by physical and human features

· Recognise human processes and begin to understand how they can change the character of a place

· Recognise and describe how people can improve or damage the environment

· Use confidently a full range of skills and different kinds of maps to undertake some independent investigations and some planned by the teacher.

These factors were taken into account when planning the following lessons and this is illustrated at the top of each lesson plan.

Land use in Leeds and the Yorkshire Dales
The following lessons are based on Leeds and the Yorkshire Dales as contrasting localities as these areas are local to where the lessons were originally taught.

The lessons are designed to be comprehensive; no extra equipment will be needed apart from die for the ‘Urban Game’ and a plan of your own school if you wish to carry out Lesson 4.

There are 6 lessons in all, with two homework sheets for lesson 1 and 3. The first four lessons are hour-long sessions, with 5 and 6 offering extended work to tie in with other aspects of year 5 curriculum.

The lessons have been tested and most of them taught to year 5 pupils and were successful in their undertaking.

However, Caveat emptor applies as these teaching materials were created by an undergraduate student from the School of Geography, University of Leeds with no teacher training.

Unit 13 A Contrasting UK locality
Lesson 1: Identifying different types of land use
Land Use: any purpose for which land is used for human activity. Such uses can be divided into rural- agriculture, forestry, settlement, recreational space- or urban- housing, industry, commercial.

· Describe physical/human features of place studied and understand how these explain its character.

· Draw out similarities and differences between places and understand links between them.

Independent Learning Objective: to learn about different uses of land

1: Briefly introduce concept of land use, and familiarise with terms ‘rural’ and ‘urban’. 
Rural- features of the countryside or agriculture
Urban- features of cities or towns

Use a chart on the board to write down ideas of land use in rural and urban areas identified by the class. Use the following headings to generate ideas. (10mins)
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2: Identify rural and urban land uses through the uses of photographs displayed on the Smartboard. (Copy images into photo editor or similar from this document). Ask the class to raise their hand/call out if they can identify the type of land use- why have they decided on this?

Write over the pictures with the smart board markers. (5mins)

Use Figure 1.1: Notes to accompany photos

3: Display original land use chart on the smart board. Hand out sheet for pupils to fill in chart to illustrate the difference in rural and urban land uses.
N.B. This could be done section by section, i.e. talk about housing, fill in sheet, then Farming, fill in sheet etc. if necessary. (5-10 mins per section)

Use Figure 1.2: What is land used for?
Homework activity: 
Fill in sheet about the features seen on the journey to school.
Tick sheet and write local name of each feature in space next to it.

Lesson 2: Identifying features of the local urban area

Equipment needed:

1 copy per child of Figure 2.1- A tour round Leeds City Centre (A3 for slower learners)
1 copy per pair/child of Figure 2.2- The Urban game pieces

1 copy per table of Figure 2.3- The Urban Game rules

Dice- one for each table

QCA attainments met:

· Describe physical/human features of place studied and understand how these explain its character.

· Offer observations about locations and patterns made by physical and human features.

Independent learning target: to find out what land is used for in Leeds

1: Recap on urban land use and features class can remember from previous lesson on board. If suitable, go outside into playground to look at more specific examples of local urban land uses (15mins)
Ideas:

Town centre- shops, hotels, restaurants, theatres, city halls

Flats and houses- terraces, high rises, detached, also other buildings such as  

        churches, cathedrals

Schools and hospitals- services and others such as museums, libraries etc

Road and rail- travel methods, also canals, car parks

Industry- warehouses, factories, offices

Parks- open space, woodland

These ideas directly reinforce the themes in the ‘Urban Game’.
2: Individually work through sheet on ‘A Tour round Leeds City Centre’. Fill in boxes for each stop along the route about what can be found in the area. (20mins)

Use Figure 2.1: A tour round Leeds city centre 
3: On tables, play ‘The Urban Game’ using game pieces provided. The game works in the same way as ‘Beetle’- players roll the dice to see which piece they choose. You must start with piece number 1(the city centre). If a player rolls the dice and has already collected that number then they miss a turn.

First person to complete their town wins.

Explain the rules of the game on the board (each table will also get a paper copy of the rules) (5 mins)

In groups, play the urban game (10mins)

Lesson 3: Identifying features of a rural area

Equipment needed:

1 copy of Figure 3.1- Notes on OS symbols for teacher

1 copy of Figure 3.2- Copy of OS map for teacher

1 copy per pupil of Figure 3.3- Simplified Wharfedale map.

1 copy per pupil of Figure 3.4- A postcard from the countryside
QCA attainments:

· Offer observations about locations and patterns made by physical and human features.

· Use skills and maps to investigate

ILO: to use a map to look at rural areas in Wharfedale

1: Run OS map on Smartboard. (Copy from figure 3.2)  Discuss with whole class the different symbols on the map. Talk about fields, lack of buildings, open spaces, public services. (10mins)

Use Figure 3.1: Notes on OS symbols

Use Figure 3.2: Copy of 1:25000 Wharfedale segment map

2: Introduce grid references. Explain that these tell us what boxes we will find something in. Use “along the corridor, then up the stairs” to get method of finding grid references to stick in mind. Walk with fingers on map if necessary! Draw over OS map and then ask for some examples of grid references. (10mins)

3: Copies of simplified map on work sheet. Ask the class to make a table in their books, listing the features on the map and the grid reference (30mins)

Post office, forest, sheep field, church, school, visitors’ centre, village, waterfall, car park, and farm
Mark on board with class if time available.
Use Figure 3.3: Features of a rural area
Homework activity: Imagine you are visiting the Yorkshire Dales. Write a postcard to a friend telling them what you have seen and what you have been doing on your visit.

Lesson 4: Identifying land use in our school

Equipment needed:

1 copy per pupil of Figure 4.1- Land use in our school map (A3 size)
1 copy per pupil of Figure 4.2- Land use in our school key

QCA attainments:

· Recognise human processes can how they explain the character of a place.

· Use skills and maps to investigate.

ILO: to make a map showing what our school is used for.

1: Recap on last weeks work on mapping symbols. Talk about, and draw on the board some of the symbols we saw last week (see Figure 3.1 for ideas).

Use Figure 3.2 and highlight different uses of symbols, lines, colours if wanted. (10mins)

2: Hand out copies of the school plan. Explain to the class that they will need to design their own symbols to go on their map of the school. Allow them to walk around the school (quickly and quietly!) to remember what each room is used for. (10mins)

3: Each pupil to fill in the map showing the use of each area. (30mins)

Those who work faster than others may think of how to illustrate open spaces and pathways on their map.

Answers:
There are no real ‘right or wrong’ answers for this piece of work. Comment on use of simple symbols which do not take up lots of space and the variation in different uses of mapping symbols.

Lesson 5: Recognising the human effects on a place

N.B: This is a longer session, or could be split into two different lessons.
Equipment needed:

1 copy per pupil of figure 5.1: leaflet template (copy back and front)
QCA Attainments:

· Recognise human processes and how they can explain the character of a place.

· Describe physical/human features of a place.

ILO: to write a leaflet about the different activities people can do in Leeds.

This lesson is designed to fit in with literacy work on instructive text, which should be explored in literacy prior to undergoing this piece of work, or it may present much more of a challenge!
1: Explain to class that they are going to write a leaflet telling someone who has never been to Leeds what it is like. It must include pictures and writing. 

Create a ‘thought shower’ on board of different things pupils do in Leeds. Allow them to write these down in their books.

Prompts- shopping, cinema, ice skating, sports, swimming, theatre, museums, parks etc. (15mins)

2: Depending on time allowance, use the internet on the whiteboard or allow the class their own time to use local internet sites to find out about activities taking place in Leeds, and look at how they have been written.
Try www.bbc.co.uk/leeds and www.leeds.gov.uk for starters. (15-30mins)
2: Each pupil has a sheet of paper folded into three with spaces for pictures and words.

They must think carefully about what to put in each space. The back will be stuck in their books, so they have the front cover and four other spaces to write in. (40 mins)

Use Figure 5.1: leaflet template
Answers:
Once again it is difficult to create a set of ‘right or wrong’ answers for this piece of work. Ensure that a variety of different areas have been covered, with specific examples, and the style of writing for the piece is correct.



Lesson 6: Noises in different environments
N.B: This is a longer session, or could be split into two different lessons.
Equipment needed:

1 copy per small group/ table of Figure 6.1- Mary Green’s Volcano

QCA attainments:

· To recognise how people can improve or damage the environment.

· To draw out similarities and differences between places and understand the links between them.

ILO: to use the activities in the city or country to create a concrete poem.

This lesson is designed to fit in with literacy work on concrete poems
1: Talk about the different noises you hear in the city and in the country. Write on the board the different ideas suggested.  Prompt where necessary. Talk about how you might write these sounds. (20mins)

City:

Police sirens- ‘nee-naw nee-naw’

Traffic- ‘vroom vroom’ and ‘honk honk’

People on the bus- ‘chitter chatter’

Pedestrian crossings- ‘beep beep beep beep’

Ice cream vans- ‘twinkle twinkle’

Football in the park- ‘goal! goal!’

Shoppers in the town- ‘hustle bustle hustle bustle’

Trains announcements- ‘bing bong’

Country:

Postman’s bicycle- ‘bring bring’

Tractor- ‘chug chug’

Farm animals- ‘moo’, ‘neigh’, ‘baa’, ‘cockadoodledoo’

Birds- ‘cheep cheep’ ‘caw caw’

Horse riding- ‘clip clop clip clop’

Kids in the park- ‘whee!’, ‘goal!’, ‘tag!’

Allow the class to write down these ideas (and their own) in their books.

2: Look at a copy of Mary Green’s Volcano (The Works 2, p131). Display on board and hand out copies as needed. Talk about the shape she has made to describe a volcano and the words she has used. Think as a class about the different shapes you could use to describe the city or the country. (20mins)

Use Figure 6.1: Mary Green’s ‘Volcano’
3: Ask each pupil to write a shape poem either for the country or the city using the noises discussed. Write in rough in books before copying out in neat on paper. (50 mins + as required)
