Story Sack
The story sack is designed to bring a story alive to the children who read it and can be used either in school or at home with parents. In this case the fiction book central to the pack is Handa’s Hen, a great book that focuses on the counting of animals. There are a number of components which accompany Handa’s Hen bringing the book alive in a child’s imagination and with activities to reinforce the story, for example, sequencing activities.

· discuss the meaning of some words

· Sequencing: what animal do Handa and Akeyo find first? How many did they find?

· Rhyming. Read the rhyme ‘Hickety pickety, my black hen’ and colour in the hen. Talk about the rhyme; do any words in the story rhyme?

· Nature Hunt: Look more closely at the illustrations and try to find the animals on the sheet of pictures enclosed, which ones can you find in the story? (should find dog, chicken, dragonfly, butterfly, caterpillar, lizard, mice, baby bullfrogs, starlings, ant, moth, spoonbill and flies) 

· Fun Activities 

· Make thumb print chicks (put paint onto thumb and then press on paper to leave a print, add feet, beak and eye to the chick).

· Make butterfly print (paint half the butterfly on a piece of paper, and then fold over to make an identical copy for the other half of the butterfly on the other side of the paper).

· The chicks in the story were making a cheep cheep sound, what noises to other animals in the story make? Eg. Frogs make a ribbet ribbet noise.
