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Introduction

As part of my final year, I undertook the level 3 module, GEOG 3250 ‘Workplace co-operative placement’, 2005/6 from the school of geography. The idea of this module is to allow students to collaborate with an outside organisation and produce beneficial resources in accordance to the needs of that organisation. I chose to do my work placement in a school and worked closely with Access Academy, under the module section, ‘geographers into teaching’. In order to complete the module successfully it involved 60 hours of observation in a classroom environment, keeping a reflexive log of all my experiences, producing teaching aids and resources which were aimed to meet the needs of a specific age range and to write a report summarising my experiences. A presentation is also given to the module supervisor to finalise the module. 

The QCA unit 10, a village in India is a long unit. The children are to develop ideas of a less economically developed country. The case of Chembakolli, a south Indian village is used throughout the unit. Action aid have produced a photo pack to accompany the module. This is very useful in itself and be used along side my resources.

Year 4’s aged between 9 and 10 years old and study key stage 2. Although by this stage, the pupils should be able to read and write at a reasonable level, this particular group had a variety of abilities. It was discussed that for the geography lesson we would stay away from excessive writing to encourage to pupils to learn at will. Therefore, my resources make use of verbal discussions, practical tasks and encourage creative thinking through open activities.

I have produced lesson plans and teacher guidance on the topic of ‘Work and Trade’ that makes a fair proportion of the unit. There are 5 lesson plans in total, which were designed for a 2 hour session, but can be easily adapted to suit ten 1 hour lessons.  The plans identify the main aims of each lesson, displaying the different activities clearly and in a comprehensible manner. A note of resources, equipment and approximate timings are also given. The teacher guidance goes through each activity and explains it in more detail, giving answer suggestions where necessary.  Accompanying the lesson plans are resources I have produced which fit into the given activities. 

The activities and resources are designed in such a way they can be adapted for a range of abilities and to meet the needs of the whole class. Many of the activities are split into stages with a basic level understanding required to complete the initial section and should be achieved by all. This then allows those who are more able to extend the task further. An example of this is in lesson 3: Pupils should all be able to design their own shop and add a few items. An extension for this is to label the goods and price the goods in Rupees. Colouring in can also be used to expand the activity further when required. 

At the end of this pack, there is an additional section of work which can be used in a display about Chembakolli and fair-trade. It gives a more detailed insight into the people of the Adivasi people and can be used to suit a range of ages.

Lesson 1 – Work

Learning objectives:

· Understand the importance of work

· Identify the main types of work in the UK and India

· Distinguish a variety of village job and realise agriculture is the biggest work type

	1) Introduce the topic of work by leading a class discussion. 

Ask key questions such as:

What does it mean to work? Why do people do it? What do their wages pay for? Why do people get paid differently?

	2) Come up with a class list of typical jobs in the UK. 

Do the same for typical jobs in India.

Are they any similar jobs?

	3) Display to the class 2 pie charts showing the different sectors of both the UK and the Indian Economy.

Explain how the pie chart makes up the workforce for the country and each piece represents a certain type of job. Tell them that the biggest piece means the largest amount of people work in that sector and so on.

Ask them to identify which sector is biggest in each country.

	4) Look at the case study village of Chembakolli, India.

What types of jobs will there be in the village?

Ask the class to come up individually or in small groups with a list of jobs they might find.

Depending on timings the class could use Non-fiction Indian (text) books or the internet to help them.

Discuss findings as a class by producing a list.

Q: Do all of these jobs have a wage? If not, why?

	5) Using these jobs create a picture chart. Choose 9 jobs and draw a symbol for each of these in the boxes. Label each box with an appropriate title. 

Extention: Write a very brief description of the job on a separate piece of paper. This can be used in a number of different games: 

· Try and guess the job from the description

· Match up the descriptions and symbols of another class member’s work.

· Play Work Bingo! Read a selection of descriptions out and cover up the symbol when that job is described. Winner is the first to cover a line or the whole board.
	Worksheet for the class that houses 9 blank boxes. Blank pieces of paper cut to hold the descriptions. Squares of blank paper or counters to cover up the chart in bingo.

Advice and typical responses for each activity:

1. People work to earn money to provide goods for themselves and their families. People need to pay for their; Housing/shelter, clothing, education, healthcare, food/drink, luxuries etc.

2. UK: Doctors/nurses, teacher, taxi driver, telesales etc.

India: Identify differences between city and village jobs (Farming). Many city jobs may be similar to ones in UK.

3. UK: Mainly Services.  India: Mainly Agriculture
4. Pounding rice, farmer, picking tea, planting crops, collecting water, working with animals including elephants, hunting, crafts, working in shop. NOTE: Many of the jobs are done for free and the individual benefits i.e., self sufficiency farming.

5. Try to encourage simple symbols such as a pair of hands and a tea plant for a tea picker. Use of games can be adapted and used gain in future weeks.

	1) Go over typical village jobs, using their picture chart from last week. Play some of lesson 1, 5) games if class are uncertain of the type of jobs.

	2) Introduce the term ‘agriculture’ and explain the importance of it to India.

Display that 1/3 of all India’s wealth comes from agriculture. Show this with 2 bar graphs on the computer. The first being India’s wealth showing 1/3 to agriculture. The second showing the UK and other countries wealth from agriculture.

	3) Identify that Chembakolli is the Nilgiri Hills, which means it limits the type of jobs available. Therefore farming is the main job.

Look at the farming procedure, showing that there are 3 seasons. Using the worksheet get the class to fill in:

· When it is hot, cool and when the monsoon season is

· What months: planting, weeding and the harvest is in (draw appropriate pictures)

	4) Ask the class to think about the type of crops that would be produced. Add to space on timeline worksheet.

	5) Explain the difference between food crops and cash crops.

	6) Ask the class to look at their list and work out whether each crop is either cash or food crop. Add these to the whiteboard in the relevant circle.

Advice and typical responses for each activity:

1. If charts were not finished from lesion 1, could use this time to complete at least the pictures and label the chart. 
2. Graph 1 shows how dependant India is on Agriculture. 

Graph 2 shows the same in comparison to other countries who don’t rely on agriculture as much.

3. Cool season: Nov – Mar, Hot season: April – May, Monsoon: June – Oct Planting: June - July, Weeding: Sept – Nov, Harvest: Dec – Feb

4. Crops in Chembakolli: onions, tomatoes, potatoes, rice, okra, herbs and spices, bananas, ginger, tea

5. Food crops = eaten by the family, poorer families with small farms

Cash crops = grown to sell for money by richer farmers.

Often poorer families will work for the richer farmers to earn money.

6. Most of the crops will be ‘food crops’ and they may not have many cash crops written done. Cash crops are ginger, tea, coffee.  

The circles will be named Food crops and Cash crops and it is an idea to write in 2 different colours. Where the circles overlap, the crops are both a cash crop and a food crop.

Then ask Q: Can you buy that in the UK?

Now ask Q: If you were in Chembakolli, can you buy that product?

	2) Ask the class to remember the crops they wrote down from lesson 2. 

Show the class some of these all together and then give a few to each table to have a look at. Ask each table to chose 1 item and tell the rest of the class bout it.

	3) Show the class a picture of a shop on Chembakolli. Give them 5 minutes to write down what they can see in the photograph. 

Ask for their answers and add to whiteboard.

	4) Ask the class to design their own Indian village shop. Add and label the different item in the shops.

Ask Q: What they think the goods would be priced at – cheaper than in UK or not?

Advice and typical responses for each activity:

1. UK shops: Markets, convenience shops, supermarkets, hypermarkets, product shops, department stores, internet & phone stores. 

Q 1: The answer will most likely to be YES for each product they wrote down, ie, a TV.  Q2: Answer will probably be NO.

The reason for this is trade and development. The UK is more developed and has the ability to sell worldwide goods in local shops. India is developing and certain products won’t be found in the small village of Chembakolli. Explain however, this isn’t necessarily the case for big Indian Cities.

2. Items such as: Okra, herbs and spices, onion, tomatoes etc, The more unusual the better.

3. Items such as food (onion, rice, chillies), sweets, soap, matches etc. Ad their ideas around the picture on the interactive whiteboard.

4. Use the picture as a base but encourage them to think up their own ideas. The goods will be simple items and there won’t be a huge selection.

5. The currency is Rupees. The goods will be much cheaper than what we pay. This is because they don’t earn as much money so the cost of living is cheaper. Goods won’t have so much mark up either. 

Find out approximate exchange rate and change accordingly but a rough guide is:

2p = 1 Rupee, 10p = 5 Rupees, £1 = 50 Rupees etc.

Write these on the board and add that:

Soap = 10p, Eggs (6) = 12p, Onions = 11p/kg and Rice = 9p/Kg

6. Help may be needed working out prices in Rupees.

Advice and typical responses for each activity:

1. Trade is the exchanging of goods or services usually in return for money. 

You can use anything instead of the sweet. The importance of the exercise is to establish that everyone values things slightly differently. Somebody may offer you a pen when someone else a rubber

2. Goods are also traded between countries. The goods that countries sell are called exports and the goods countries buy are called imports. The UK buys tea from India and this is called an import for the UK and an export for India. The UK is paying India for tea. 

3. Tea Worksheet is designed for the pupils to think about the different types of stages required in the tea making process.

When completed go through as a class. 

Additional work – get the class to think about what would happen to the tea after it was picked. (This will be fully explained in lesson 5)

4. Visit the fair trade for more information on the topic. Remember to keep it brief and simplified for the class. 

Main points from PowerPoint presentation:

· Recognised symbol that guarantees a fair deal for the developing world producers

· Over 5million benefit from fair-trade

· Gives smaller farmers help and a stronger position in the world market

· Over 1,300 fairtade products

5. Looking for similarities such as the logo. Make up questions such as:

· What is the product?

· What is the main ingredient?

· What country is the main ingredient from?

· Where is the good manufactured?

· Any other information that you think is useful

· How much do you think the good costs?

6. Clipper tea: This green tea is from a single Fairtrade estate in South India that Clipper has worked with for many years. The Fairtrade Mark is an independent guarantee that the producers are protected from exploitation, and enjoy proper housing, wages, healthcare, and free schooling for their children.

7. Either start today or use as new activity in summary lesson 5.

1. Either poster can advertise Fairtrade as a whole or the pupils can use a particular product.
2. Use if forgetful on typical jobs.

4. The idea is to explain the processes involved in producing a of a good and it ending up on our plates.

Fair-trade in Chembakolli

This set of resources was produced for a Fair-trade awareness morning during Fair-trade fortnight 2006. 

The brief for the display was to inform a broad audience consisting of pupils, teachers and parents about fair-trade in Chembakolli.

Clipper tea has fair-trade plantations in the Nilgiri Hill, which is where Chembakolli lies.

It can be adapted for use as a classroom resource/activity to accompany the QCA Unit 10 – a village in India.

It is recommended to display a map of Chembakolli in relation to India and the distance from the UK. Also, it is an idea to add any visual resources such as tea leaves or any other Indian products you may have, to add more interest.

Fairtrade

In Chembakolli

Year 4 have been studying the village of Chembakolli in their geography lessons.

Chembakolli is located in south India in the Nilgiri Hills of Tamil Nadu.
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Picking and processing the tea
The Adivasis people

Adivasis are an indigenous people who represent about six per cent of the Indian population. Some of the adivasis people live in the village of Chembakolli.

There have been arguments over land ownership in the villages in South India, in and around Chembakolli. So an organisation called ACCORD was set up in 1986 to help the Adivasis reclaim their land. They help with education, community organisation, economic development, health, housing and cultural development for the Adivasis. 

In Chembakolli, the Adivasis people who live there grow tea, coffee and rice fields, they pick the leaves by hand to keep a living.

The Nilgiri Hills has an excellent source of land where tea is planted and grown. It is picked by the locals for their consumption and also picked to sell abroad. 

In India, there are:

· 29 tea producer groups

· 10 tea exporters

It is hard for small scale producers, such as those in Chembakolli, to make much money from selling tea. They haven’t got all the big farming equipment which reduces the costs involved. This is why they are sometimes taken advantage of and earn less than they should. Since India gained independence in 1947, legislation has contributed to improving conditions for tea workers but these are often ignored and many tea workers live in appalling deprivation. 
 There are Organisations such as ‘Just Change’ that helps to create a new model of fair trade in areas such as Chembakolli.
Fairtrade guarantees a better deal for third world producers.


Clipper Teas buys from the tea gardens in the Nilgiri Hills. The tea gardens here have been have been awarded the Fairtrade Mark. 

The tea estates that supply Clipper Teas were added to the Fairtrade register in 1994. The Company was already well established with over 50 years experience in the tea trade.

The management makes sure that workers in these plantations have:

· Free housing and extra land for growing their own vegetables. 

· Free medical aid 

· Free primary school and junior college education for every child on the tea estates.

Clipper pays agreed price and an additional premium (approx. 10% of tea purchases) which goes solely to benefit the tea pickers and their families. 
They now own and manage several different tea gardens, all with their own individual taste and characteristics which produce subtle variations in the taste and quality of teas. 

The forest surrounding the tea gardens are also home to many endangered species such as Leopards, Panthers and even Tigers. The tea workers and their families are educated about their local environment and help to protect all species from illegal logging and poaching.
