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Introduction to Development 
Key Stage 3, Year 7 scheme of work on development
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How to use this scheme of work

This scheme of work aims to teach Key Stage 3 development to year 7 students in an enjoyable and innovative way.  The topic of work consists of nine fifty minute-long lessons and an end of topic assessment.  By the end of the ten lessons, the students should have a basic understanding of the differences between developed and developing countries, measurements of development and should have some knowledge of Bangladesh and the UK as case studies of development.  Although this scheme of work was written for year 7 students, it can be easily adapted for higher levels, the main difference will be in the level expected in the work they produce.

In this file you will find each lesson in a table format with the objectives, key vocabulary and cross-curricular links.  The timings of each activity have been included although these are flexible.  In the column labeled SEN are changes that you may need to make, or ideas to consider if you have pupils with special educational needs.  At the bottom of each lesson plan is a box entitled ‘evaluation’.  Here you may write your thoughts on how the lesson went and what changes you would make if you were to run the lesson again (an example is shown for lesson 1).

All of the lessons are indexed, and after each lesson are all the resources that you will need to run the lesson.  Check these resources in advance as some lessons require you to prepare the odd thing by hand, or to use a textbook or video.  Some of the resources were originally made intended to be used in powerpoint and projected onto the classroom whiteboard for the benefit of the whole class, and so you may wish to copy and paste some resources into a separate file.  At the end of the 10 lessons I have included an additional resource which has not been included in any lesson plan, but which is a good resource if you are running any lesson on vocabulary or a written lesson on development which may require a recap of the vocabulary covered.

	Explain that this is the beginning of a new topic of work.

Copy the prepared example below into powerpoint to project onto the whiteboard to show how the worksheet is to be used.  The worksheet is split into 4 sections corresponding to North, South, East and West: Natural environment, Economy, Society and What stage of development? Using the picture in the middle they are to fill in each section in bulletpoint form with observations on each section. (Leave W blank for now).

10 mins
	Each person in the class is to fill out 2 of these worksheets, each with a different picture (below). They should work and discuss in pairs, but each fill out their own sheet.  Ask one person from each pair to come to the front desk to choose a set of pictures to work on.  The finished worksheets should be stuck in their books.  20 mins

Brainstorming as a class on the board – What differences did you notice between your 2 pictures? Ask about each section.

Explanation of the major differences – MONEY. Idea that richer countries can develop their country more (e.g. housing, roads, healthcare etc.). Introduce vocabulary: ‘developed’, ‘developing’.  

10 mins

Tell class that one of their pictures was of a developed country and one of a developing.  They should decide which is which and fill in the last section of the worksheet.
	Each child should copy the paragraph about development from the board into their books (below)

10 mins

Extension / Homework

Using an atlas, they should find the countries from the pictures they used in the worksheet and plot them onto a blank world map.

	· Worksheets.

· Pictures of developed and developing countries.

· Blank world map.

· Atlas.

· Prepared powerpoint presentation (to be copied from below).
	For a lower ability class, only expect them to fill out 1 sheet each. Could photocopy the worksheet that their partner filled out so that each individual will end up with 1 for developed and 1 for a developing country.

	
	Evaluation

If the class don’t seem to understand the concept of the worksheet at first, do the first one as a class together – project the worksheet onto the white board and ask volunteers to come and fill in the different sections.

	Recap last lesson – what did we do? What do we know about developed/developing countries?

Project (from below) a blank world map on the board. Ask the class to refer to the worksheets from last lesson. Which countries did they have in their pictures? Which ones were developed/developing? Plot them on the map in a different colour for developed and developing.

Ask the class if they notice any patterns about where these countries are? 

Introduce idea of north/south divide.  Show the prepared map (below).  
How many people are there in the world? How many do you think live in developing countries? 

(6.39bn in world, 5bn LEDCs, 1bn MEDCs, rest in transition)

Show pie chart (on powerpoint) next to map (below). 

15 mins
	Give each child a blank map.  They have to put on it the line dividing the North and South and colour the developed north and developing south different colours with a key.

(If they didn’t do it last week) They should plot on the 2 countries from their worksheets last week, using an atlas.

Stick maps into their books.

In their books, they should write out the world development facts, p.135, Letts.

25 mins


	Using ready prepared cut circles, get the class to create a pie chart of percentages of developed and developing countries, like the one on the overhead.

10 mins

Extension

Get pupils to start making a list of as many ways they can think of to work out how developed a country is. E.g. How many people own cars? How much do people earn? What sort of houses do people live in? etc.
	· Blank world maps

· Atlases

· Ready cut circles for pie charts

· Letts textbooks.

· Prepared powerpoint presentation.
	Assistance may be required to make the pie chart, as it is a little complicated. Perhaps the teacher could make it and the pupils could label it.

	Video clip – Slaves of the River

(5 mins clip starts after the money-lending scene, shows the struggles of a fisherman and his family).

Tell the class that whilst they are watching the clip they should try to note as many differences as possible between the fisherman’s life and their own.
	Card sort activity – each pair receives a set of cards (below), they have to sort them into which statements apply to developed countries and which to developing countries.

10 mins

The whole class feedback to the teacher, and the teacher makes a chart on the board with all of the statements under the headings ‘developed’ and ‘developing’. 

At the end, give each child a handout (below) with the complete table on it to stick in their books.

10 mins

In pairs, using the table, they must produce a poster showing the differences in lifestyles in developed and developing countries. They may make one poster between them or one do one on developed countries and one do one on developing.  They should aim to make the posters bold and informative for people who know nothing about development.

20 mins
	Feedback on posters – which one do you think explains the issues of development best to someone who knows nothing about development?

5 mins
	· A set of statements for each child for card sort activity.

· Pens, paper, glue etc. to produce posters.

· Handouts for each child with the completed table.
	For lower ability classes, you may wish to make the poster activity more structured by outlining exactly what should be included on the poster.  

It may also be an idea to pair lower ability students with higher ability ones for the card sort activity.

	Recap last lesson – how do we know how developed a country is? What characteristics would we look for in a developed/developing country?

5 mins
	As a whole class:

Show the enlarged country cards (below) for Kenya and the UK next to each other. Cover up the statistics for Kenya.

We know that UK is a developed country and that Kenya is in Africa. Based on what you know of developed and developing countries, do you think that GDP in Kenya would be higher/lower than the UK? Uncover and see if they are right.

Do the same for the other statistics.

NB.  You may need to explain, in very basic terms, the meanings of some of the categories (e.g. GDP)

Then do the same with Kenya and Poland

Then Poland and the USA (Remind them that the USA is one of the most developed countries in the world).

15 mins

If they haven’t finished their posters, they should finish them now.

If posters are finished, give out development top trumps (below) – In pairs, one person picks a category they think they can win, and gives the statistic, if the opponent’s statistic is higher, the opponent wins both cards and the winner chooses the category for the next card. Winner will have won all the cards. 
15 mins

	Bring whole class back together:

Challenge volunteers (maybe 3?) to play Play your cards right – a 5 card challenge (pre-prepare sets of 5 suitable cards), they have to guess if statistics are higher/lower.

If they manage it, reward with priority points.

15 mins


	· 1 set of enlarged top trump cards .

· Resources to finish posters.

· 12 Sets of top trump cards.
	Some pupils may have difficulty with the statistics, try to pair a higher ability pupil with a lower ability pupil for the top trumps exercise.

	Write the definitions of primary, secondary and tertiary industry on the board (below). Read through each one with the class and explain. Underneath the definitions give a few examples of occupations and see if the class can match the occupation to the industry.

Ask the class to write the definitions in their books.

10 mins
	Around the classroom, stick the pictures of people from around the world working in a variety of jobs and number them clearly (below).

Ask the class to walk around the classroom with their books and decide whether each picture is an example of primary, secondary or tertiary industries and to write the answers in their books.

Regroup as a whole class and go over the answers. What did they think? Why?

Ask the class which pictures looked like people in developing countries? Do you notice any patterns about the type of jobs they have?

Do the same for developing countries.

Explain that developing countries have a higher proportion of people working in primary industry and developed countries have a higher proportion in the tertiary industry.

Ask the class to write, in their own words in their books the differences between the types of jobs in developed and developing countries.

20 mins
	Tell the class to each pick a picture of one of the people working in the developing world. 

Using their imagination and what they know about developing countries, they should write a diary entry for this person, detailing the events of his/her day.

Give suggested topics to include in the diary entry. E.g. his job, what his work day is like, his family and their health, his hope for the future etc.

20 mins

Finish for homework.
	· Pictures of workers from around the world.

DEFINITIONS 

PRIMARY INDUSTRY

These industries use natural resource such as forests and lakes to produce basic, raw materials such as wood, fish, wool and wheat.

Examples= fishing, farming

SECONDARY INDUSTRY

This is the manufacturing industry, where basic materials are turned into products which can be sold, such as the production of clothing from cotton or wool or the manufacture of electronics or machines.

Examples= factory workers

TERTIARY INDUSTRY

This industry is concerned with business and providing a service. It includes selling products.

	Recap last lesson – different characteristics of development.

Give each individual worksheet 1 (below). They have to decide whether they think different indicators of development are social or economic or both (may need a recap of what is meant by these terms). 

As a whole class, feedback and go over correct answers and explanations.

15 mins.
	Class discussion – If we want to measure how developed a country is, which would be more helpful, economic or social indicators? Why?

If a country is rich, doesn’t mean it is necessarily developed – might not be spending money on the right things – Introduce idea that we need to look at both.

As whole class, introduce HDI – a measurement of development that looks at GDP, education and life expectancy – both social and economic indicators. Scale of 0-1. Make sure class understand that 0=not developed, 1=developed.

10 mins

Give out the HDI spreadsheet and worksheet 2 (below). They need to fill out the worksheet using the data from the spreadsheet.

20 mins
	Regroup as a whole class and briefly go over the answers to the worksheet.

Make sure that everyone sticks all of the worksheets into their books.

5 mins
	· Social / economic indicator worksheets (1 per child).

· HDI spreadsheet (1 between 2).

· HDI worksheet (1 per child).

	IN THE COMPUTER ROOM:

Before the lesson begins, tell the class that they should get themselves into pairs and should sit with their partner.

Before they log on to their computers, explain that the purpose of this lesson is to use the internet to research 2 countries that we are going to compare over the next few lessons. Show them the worksheets (below) and explain that they are each going to produce their own factfiles on 1 of the countries and their partner will research the other country.

5 mins
	Ask everybody to log onto their computers and into the school internet.  10mins
Give each child a worksheet – making sure that as a pair one has Bangladesh and one has the UK.

Make sure that they write their names at the top of the sheets.

Tell them that they have to use the internet site at the top of the page to fill in the information.

(warn them to take care that they are writing down the right statistics because they will be using these in future lessons). 20 mins


	If they have managed to complete their factfile, they should help their partner to complete his factfile as they will need both.

If both factfiles are completed, give the pair an instruction sheet (below) on how to use the UN infonation website to produce bar charts comparing the UK and Bangladesh. If they manage to complete this before the end of the lesson, they should save and print their work.

	(Before the lesson begins, divide the tables and chairs in the class into 4 groups)

As the class arrive, tell them to sit at one of the tables, but make sure that they sit at a table with their partner from last week’s lesson.

Explain that they will be working in groups to produce wall displays comparing the data they found last week on Bangladesh and the UK.  

10 mins
	Each group is assigned an aspect to focus on:

1) Background information including: the location of the countries, their climate, their populations and population growth.

2) Social issues including: health (life expectancy, infant mortality, deaths from HIV/AIDS) and education (literacy).

3) Economic Issues including:  GDP, unemployment and labour force by occupation. 

4) Development including: HDI and Aid.

Each group is to produce an A3 display comparing their topic in Bangladesh and the UK. They are to use their factfiles from last week, and other resources provided for them – there is a pack of information and useful resources made especially for each group (below).

The displays should include written information, graphs, pictures and any other methods they wish to use to compare the 2 countries.
	(part 1 of a 2 part lesson, to be completed next week).

Until lesson ends.
	· Information and resource packs for each group.

· 4 sheets of A3 paper.

· Art supplies – pens, pencils, rulers, paper etc.

· Completed factfiles from last week’s lesson.
	Since the class is working in groups, they should be able to help each other – stronger students supporting weaker ones.

Extra help may be required particularly in the creation of graphs.

The work for group 4 is of a higher level, if it is a low ability class you may wish to only have 3 groups.

HOW ARE DEVELOPED COUNTRIES LIKE THE UK TRYING TO HELP DEVELOPING COUNTRIES LIKE BANGLADESH?

Since independence in 1971, Bangladesh has received US$36 billion in aid. Unfortunately, this huge amount of foreign aid could not sweep away poverty that is clearly visible everywhere in Bangladesh. Almost half of the population still lives on less than US$1 per day.

Some aid received by Bangladesh does not need to be paid back, but when Bangladesh takes loans from countries they need to be paid back. At the moment, Bangladesh owes $18.06 billion in foreign debt.

U.N. sends aid to Bangladesh to avert epidemics after flooding

U.N. aid agencies said on Friday they were distributing food and water purification tablets in Bangladesh, where they fear monsoon floods will spark epidemics of diseases such as cholera and dysentery. 

About 12 million people in South Asia -- from Bangladesh to India and Nepal -- have been affected by torrential rains that are reportedly the worst in 15 years, according to the United Nations Children's Fund (UNICEF). 

The U.N. agency, which has already distributed 500,000 water purification tablets in the country, will send another one million tablets from its warehouse in Copenhagen on Saturday. 

"We want to avoid epidemics which in such cases can spread very rapidly especially with temperatures now above 35 degrees Celsius," spokesman Damien Personnaz told a news briefing. 

The U.N. World Food Programme has begun distributing high-energy biscuits to 14,800 people in three hard hit districts of northern Bangladesh, spokesman Simon Pluess said.

Each year Australia contributes around 75 000 metric tonnes of Australian wheat as food aid to Bangladesh. 

The contribution helps provide a safety net for the poor of Bangladesh, targeting vulnerable communities and individuals in the most food insecure areas.

AID FROM CHARITY ORGANISATIONS

Two British aid agencies which have a major involvement in Bangladesh are Oxfam and Water Aid. Oxfam has several programmes in Bangladesh aimed at reaching the poorest people after a disaster and in helping to plan for future flood control. Water Aid is a charity which helps to bring sustainable supplies of clean water to poor areas. 

Oxfam in Bangladesh

Oxfam works with people in Bangladesh on many different projects.

We help people to prepare for floods by assisting them to build houses on stilts, above high-water level. We also help people on the edge of everyday society, such as tribal people, beggars, street children, and people with disabilities.

Other work involves health education, and helping women to get together to claim equal rights and to have more control over their lives. Often this is done by helping women to earn money of their own, to give them independence.

Water Aid in Bangladesh

Eleven-year-old Shobu Tara lives in Kallyanpur Pura Bastee Slum, Dhaka, Bangladesh. The area she lives in is overcrowded and used to have no basic services like water or sanitation. Recently her community has worked with WaterAid to build water and sanitation facilities here. She now visits a day care centre while her mother works to earn money for the family. At the centre children are taught about good hygiene practises which they then teach to their parents and other people. They train for three months and then graduate to spread the message to other people living in the slums.

“My name is Shobu, which means Star,” she says, “and I come here to learn good hygiene. I will have fewer diseases if I learn well. I already have changed some behaviour by wearing slippers to the latrine to protect me from getting worms in my feet. I didn’t even know about washing my hands before but now I do.

"I tell my family and neighbours about hand washing and keeping things clean. If I see anyone using a bad hygiene practice I tell them. Initially my parents would tell me to be quiet as I was just a child. But the group I’m with now get together and then go and tell these adults together about good hygiene. We are braver in a group and feel like we can tell adults what to more with that extra confidence.”
