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INTRODUCTION

This teaching pack contains 9 lesson plans and an assessment.  The two primary intentions for the materials are to utilise power point and revamp and produce new worksheets for a Key Stage 3 topic on Italy.  Furthermore, it aims to draw on and encourage Key Stage 3 national curriculum skills.  These skills will be practised through tasks involving comprehension, listening, reading and map work.  The lesson plans highlight the individual tasks, the approximate time allocated for each task, resources used and the skills used/learnt by the pupils.  The ‘task’ column instructs the teacher how to use the materials, however, this may be adapted depending on different teaching styles.
