LESSON PLANS: ITALY

The following teaching materials have been written for a Year 8 module on Italy. This file contains ten lesson plans with associated resources. Many of the lessons have been based around the text book: 

Waugh, D. and Bushell, T., 2002. Key Geography: New Interactions. Nelson Thornes Ltd. pp. 128. 
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The Big Picture
The first lesson in this unit will introduce Italy as an EU country. Second, the class will look at the whole of Italy, particularly its climate and physical features. Third, we will zoom in closer and examine Italy in more detail. The class will focus on certain parts of country using case studies. 

By the end of this module pupils should gain a good understanding of the characteristics of Italy, particularly its physical environment, climate, and people. 

One of the most important topics pupils will study is the regional differences between the North and the South of Italy. Pupils should be able to explain the reasons for the differences between the two regions. This module will also introduce pupils to topics which will be studied in greater detail in the future, such as volcanoes and development. Pupils will also be given the chance to practice using atlases and maps.

	Learning Objectives: To understand what the EU is and which countries are members. 



	The European Union (EU)

Starter (5 mins)

Teacher to ask pupils what they know about Europe, e.g. What countries are in Europe? Capital cities of European countries.

Introduction (15 mins)

First, the teacher will introduce the class to the Italy module, in terms of ‘The Big Picture.’ The teacher will explain that Italy will be studied in detail over the next few lessons, but that first Italy will be introduced as an EU country. 

Describe what the European Union is and what it does. 

The EU is a group of countries working together for peace and prosperity. Explain what the word prosperity means. (Success, having a lot of money.)

Explain that the EU has expanded since it was first set up after the Second World War. All of this information is also included on the worksheet, which each pupil will receive. 

Clearly explain what the pupils have to do this lesson. Atlases will be needed to find the capital cities of countries. Up to date laminated maps of the EU will be handed out (one between two). 

Activity (30 mins)

1. Using the map provided, pupils must shade in the countries which are members of the European Union.

2. Using an atlas, pupils must find capital cities of selected EU countries.

3. Answer the questions on the sheet.
Extension

Find and draw the flags of EU countries. 
Plenary (5 mins)

Pupils divided into groups of about four. Every group is given ten cards, with countries on one side and its capital city on the other. Pupils will then play memory game, to find out if they can remember the capital cities of EU countries.

1. Pupils must complete the worksheet if they have not yet finished it.

2. Produce a spider diagram on ‘What does the EU do?’
3. Collect a menu from an Italian restaurant or take-away before Lesson 3.

Keywords
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The European Union (EU)
The European Union (EU) is a group of countries trying to work together for peace and prosperity. 

It was started after the Second World War to prevent killing and destruction from ever happening again. 

When the EU was first set up, only six countries were members. Since then, many more countries have joined. The EU now has twenty-five members.

	The European Iron and Steel Community was formed.



	1957
	Six countries signed the Treaty of Rome creating the European Economic Community or ‘Common Market.’ These six countries were Belgium, Germany, France, Italy, Luxembourg and the Netherlands. 



	1973
	Denmark, Ireland and the UK joined the EU. This meant that the total number of EU members had now gone up to 9.  



	1981
	Greece joined.



	1986
	Spain and Portugal became members.



	1995
	Austria, Finland and Sweden joined.



	2001
	Euros were brought into circulation.



	2004
	Ten new members joined. This was the biggest ever enlargement of the EU. 




The EU Flag
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The EU flag is a circle of twelve gold stars on a blue background. The number of stars does not represent the number of countries which are members of the EU. The number twelve is traditionally thought to be a symbol of perfection and unity. 

	1. Single Currency

The EU has brought in a single currency, called the Euro. The symbol of the Euro is €. Euros are used in twelve countries.
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	2. Freedom to move

People are free to travel, work and study in all EU countries. Often a passport is not needed when travelling from one EU country to the next. 

	3. Peace
The EU works to prevent war between EU countries from ever happening again. It also tries to keep all EU countries safe. 
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	4. Creating more jobs

The EU tries to create more jobs in Europe. 



	5. Helping the environment
The EU is interested in protecting the environment. For example, it tries to reduce air and water pollution and works to conserve nature.  
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	6. Helping Trade

The EU make it easier to buy and sell from other member countries.

	Learning Objectives: 
1. To gain knowledge of Italy’s main physical features.

2. To understand how to draw and interpret climate graphs. 


	What are Italy’s Main Physical Features?

Starter (5 mins)

Pupils are asked to tell the teacher anything they know about Italy.

This may include: capital city, other cities located in Italy, mountain ranges, location in Europe, climate, sea (e.g. Mediterranean), food. 

Introduction (15 mins)

Pupils will be provided with atlases and should turn to the page displaying a map of Italy. The teacher should then introduce the topic of Italy using information from Pages 74-75. (However, the pupils will not be given a copy of the text book until later in the lesson.) The teacher will write key points on the board and will ask children questions, where appropriate. 
Activity (30 mins)

1. Pupils will be provided with a map of Italy showing the country’s main physical features. They will also be given five labels which describe some of these features. Pupils should work in pairs to complete the following tasks:

· Use an atlas to find the locations of certain features and label them on the map. 

· Stick five labels around the map of Italy and point them to the correct place using arrows. 
2. Pupils will be given the worksheet titled, “Climate Graphs for Milan and Palermo,” as well as a separate sheet containing climate data for Palermo. Pupils should complete the worksheet by drawing a climate graph for Palermo.
3. Pupils will be provided with ‘New Interactions.’ Pupils should:

· Copy and complete Table D on Page 75. 

· Answer the following question:

Describe the differences in climate between Milan and Palermo. Suggest reasons for these differences. 

You may use Pages 4 and 75 of ‘New Interactions’ to help. 

Plenary (5 mins)

The teacher will ask the class questions relating to the climate graphs for Milan and Palermo, for further practice on reading and interpreting climate graphs. For example:

· How much precipitation falls in Milan in April?

· Which has very dry summers, Milan or Palermo?

	Learning Objectives: To understand what gives Italy its sense of identity and to understand what is meant by the term ‘stereotype.’



	What gives Italy its sense of Identity?
Starter (5 mins)

The teacher writes words on the board which are considered to be stereotypical of certain countries certain countries. Examples related to food include: rice (China), spices (India), croissants (France), chocolate (Belgium). In the back of their exercise books, pupils should write down the countries which these words remind them of. 

Introduction (15 mins)

This lesson will use p. 76 and 77 of ‘New Interactions.’ 

Following on from the starter, the teacher will explain what is mean by the term ‘stereotype.’ What foods, etc does the class associate with Italy? (E.g. pasta, pizza.) As a class, read and summarise the information from the two pages in the text book. Do Italians have any other stereotypical characteristics which are not included in the book?
Activity (30 mins)

1. In exercise books, pupils should define stereotype. 

2. The class should have collected menus from Italian restaurants for homework. Pupils should use theses leaflets to help produce their own menu. At minimum, the menu should include:

· Front cover with restaurant name and picture

· Choice of starter

· Choice of main course

· Choice of dessert

· Drinks, such as coffee

Meals should be described using words which make them sound more appealing. The descriptions could also include typical Italian ingredients, such as olive oil, sun-dried tomatoes, olives, parmesan and mozzarella.

If possible, this menu can be produced using a computer. 

Plenary (5 mins)

The class will play hangman using words related to anything they have learnt so far in the Italy unit. 



	Homework: 

Pupils should complete their menu if they have not managed to finish it during lesson time.

	Module of work: Italy

	Learning Objectives: To understand how the physical environment can affect its people. The lesson will focus on land-use, settlement and jobs.



	How does the environment affect its people?
The lesson will be presented using the interactive white board.  The lesson is available on either PowerPoint or Smart Board.  
Starter (5 mins)

An outline map of Italy will be displayed on the interactive white board. The class will be asked if they can remember the names of the cities and volcanoes. Pupils will be asked to put up their hands, name a city or volcano, then go up to the board and point to the correct location on the map.
Introduction (15 mins)

Pupils will be provided with ‘New Interactions’ and should turn to pages 78 and 79. The teacher should introduce the topic and explain that human settlement is influenced by the environment. The teacher should explain that the area near to Naples will be used as a case study. Children will be asked to put up their hands and answer questions such as, Why did people settle in Naples? What are the main differences between the city of Naples and the Sorrento Peninsular? The photographs on the slides should be described and compared. 
Activity (30 mins)
1. Pupils should work in pairs to complete Exercise 1 on p. 79 of ‘New Interactions.’ Answers will be discussed as a class.

The teacher will then introduce the topic of volcanoes, concentrating on Mount Vesuvius. 

2. Pupils should label a volcano diagram using the sheet provided. Answers will be shared as a class. 
Plenary (5 mins)

Ask pupils to think about why people live near volcanoes.

Why do people live near to volcanoes even though they are so dangerous? Would you ever live near to one? What if you had been born in a town near a volcano? Would you move away?



	Homework: 
Imagine that Mt. Vesuvius, near Naples, erupted. Produce a newspaper article describing the disaster. It must include:

· The name of the newspaper

· Date and price

· Headline

· Picture

· Description of what happened

· Eye witness account

· Statistics (e.g. cost, number of casualties, number of houses destroyed.)

(This exercise may be split up over two homeworks.)

conduit - a conduit is a passage through which magma (molten rock) flows in a volcano. 

crust - the crust is Earth's outermost, rocky layer. 

lava - lava is molten rock; it usually comes out of erupting volcanoes.
	magma chamber - a magma chamber contains magma (molten rock) deep within the Earth's crust. 

side vent - a side vent is a vent in the side of a volcano. 

vent - a vent is an opening in the Earth's surface through which volcanic materials erupt.

	What are the Physical Differences Between the North and South of Italy?

Starter (5 mins)

Names of EU countries will be scrambled and written on the board. Pupils should turn to the backs of the exercise books and unscramble the words.
Introduction (10 mins)

Pupils will be provided with ‘New Interactions’ and will turn to Page 82. As a class, read the information on p. 82. 
The teacher will explain to the pupils what they will be doing this lesson. 

Activity (35 mins)

Pupils are divided into groups of about four people. 

1. In groups, pupils will use Pages 82-83 of ‘New Interactions’ to produce a poster on either the North or the South of Italy. Half of the groups will produce posters about the North and the other half will produce posters about the south. 

          The posters should include:

· A simplified diagram of either the North Italian plain or the Apennines (from Activity 1, Page 82).

· Type of climate

· Winter and summer temperatures

· Rainfall

· Hazards

· An additional fact

2. The posters will be laid on different tables around the room or stuck up on the classroom walls. The pupils will walk around the room and read the posters produced by the other groups. They should make some rough notes on interesting facts from the other posters. If a pupil produced a poster about the North, they should focus on reading and making notes on a poster about the South. 

Plenary (5 mins)

The class is divided into two groups depending on whether they produced a poster about the North or the South. There will be a quiz: North Vs South. The groups who created posters about the North will be asked questions about the South, and vice versa.

	Learning Objectives: To understand that there are differences in land-use and jobs between the North and the south of Italy. 


	Land-Use and Jobs in the North and South of Italy

Starter (5 mins)
The teacher asks the pupils to think of any differences between the North and South of Britain. In pairs, pupils should write a few differences in the back of their books. One person form each pair should go to the front of the class and write one of their ideas on the board. Points should not be repeated.  
Introduction (15 mins)
This lesson is linked to p.84-87 in ‘New interactions.’ Teacher explains that the North and South of Italy are very different. The teacher introduces the topic by describing the land-use and jobs on the North Italian Plain (p.84). The class should then turn to p. 86 read through the ‘Land use and jobs’ paragraph together. The teacher will then clearly explain what the class is expected to do this lesson. 
Activity (30 mins)

1. Pupils will be provided with graph paper. Using data from the pie charts on Pages 84 and 86 of ‘New Interactions,’ draw proportional bar graphs showing the main types of jobs on the North Italian Plain and in the South of Italy. The two bar graphs should be drawn side by side. Pupils should compare the two bar graphs and should answer the following question:

What are the main differences in the types of jobs people do in the North and South of Italy?

2. Pupils should look Figure B on p. 84 and Figure B on p. 86 in ‘New Interactions.’ They should use information from these pictures to draw two illustrated spider diagrams, one showing the Advantages of the North Italian Plain for Farming and the other showing the Disadvantages of Farming in the South. The points on the spider diagram should be sorted into the categories Physical and Human (using colour coding or symbols).  

Plenary (5 mins)

Teacher asks quick questions which help summarise what the pupils have learnt this lesson.

	Learning Objectives: To understand the differences in industry between the North and South of Italy. 



	Industry in the North and South of Italy

Starter (5 mins)
Remind the class that last lesson we looked at the differences in land use and jobs between the North and South of Italy. Ask the class to turn to the back of their books and quickly note down all of the differences they can think of. After a couple of minutes, ask pupils to put up their hands and tell one of their points to the class. 

Introduction (15 mins)
Pupils should turn to pages 85 and 87 in ‘New Interactions.’ The teacher explains that this lesson we will be looking at the differences in industry between the North and South of Italy. First, the class will read through the ‘Industry’ paragraph on p. 85. The teacher will then draw the pupil’s attention to Figure D, a map showing the advantages of the North Italian Plain for industry. Ask the class, ‘Do you think that the types of industry in the South be the same as in the North?’ The class will then turn to p. 87 (Life in the South of Italy) and will together read the ‘Industry’ paragraph and look at Figure D. 

The teacher will then explain what the class will be doing this lesson. 

Activity (30 mins)

1. Using Fig. D on p. 85 and 87, produce two maps, one showing the advantages of the North Italian Plain for Industry and the other showing the disadvantages of the South for Industry. Remember to give the maps titles. 

2. Answer the following questions about industry in the North:

(a) Name four important industries in this region

(b) What problems have resulted from industrial growth?

3. Answer the following questions about the South:

(a) Name three important industries in this region

(b) What recent improvements have been made in the South?

Extension
Activity sheet 4.6 from the ‘New Interactions’ Teacher’s Resource Pack. 
Plenary (5 mins)

The class will be divided into groups. Each group will be given a set of cards with words associated with the North and South of Italy printed on them. Pupils should sort the cards into two piles (North and South). 


	Homework:

	Module of work: Italy

	Learning Objectives: 
1. To understand what is meant by the term ‘development.’

2. To be able to describe regional differences in development between the North and the South of Italy. 



	How Developed is Italy?

Starter (5 mins)

Ask the class, ‘Is England a rich or a poor country? Why? How do you know?’

Introduction (15 mins)

The class should turn to p. 88 and 89 in ‘New Interactions.’ The teacher will explain what is meant by the term development. The class will read through the first two paragraphs on p. 88 together. Ask the class, ‘Do you think Italy is a developed country? Why? Does the whole of Italy have the same level of wealth and development?’ Next read through the third paragraph on p. 88 and summarise the information on p. 89. 

The teacher will then explain what the pupils will have to do this lesson. 

Activity (30 mins)

1. Complete exercises 1 and 2 on p. 89 of ‘New interactions.’ 

(Exercise 1: definitions (individual work). Exercise 2: which measures of development do you think are the most important? (paired work))

2. Look at Figure D on p. 89. Using this data explain why the North of Italy may be considered to be more developed than the South. 

3. Use an atlas to find measures of development for other countries in the world. Find a country which you think is more developed than Italy and another which is less developed. Use data from the atlas to justify your answer.

Plenary (5 mins)

Quick questions and answers on definitions, etc which have been learnt this lesson.

	Learning Objectives: 
1. To be able to describe the characteristics of famous Italian towns and to understand why they attract tourists. 

2. To work in groups to produce an imaginative leaflet. 


	Assessment: Italian Tourist Leaflets
Starter (5 mins)

The teacher will go round the class and ask each pupil to state a reason why they would like to visit Italy. Each pupil will have to say their reason, but will also have to repeat all of the other pupils’ previous answers.

Introduction (10 mins)

The teacher will tell the class that the piece of work they complete will be assessed. Pupils should have collected tourist brochures about Italian towns for homework. The teacher will explain that in groups, pupils will produce a tourist leaflet. The things that should be included in the leaflet will be written on the board. The class should flick through their brochures and look for useful pages. In particular, they should find a climate graph or data. The teacher will divide the class into groups and will check that everyone understands what they have got to do. 

Activity (35 mins)

Children will be divided into groups of about four. They should produce a tourist leaflet about one of the following Italian towns:

· Rome

· Venice

· Naples

· Sorrento

The leaflet should include:

· A brief description of the history of the town

· A description of the appearance of the area

· Climate

· Tourist attractions

· Advert for an Italian restaurant

If possible, pupils will be able to use computers to search for information and/or type up their leaflet. 

Plenary (5 mins)

The teacher will ask each group to write the three most interesting things they have found about their chosen city on the board. 



	Homework:
Each pupil should be assigned a section of the leaflet to finish in rough for homework.

	Learning Objectives:

4. To improve confidence and presentation skills. 


	Assessment: Italian Tourist Leaflets
Starter (5 mins)

The class will be divided into groups. The teacher will have revision posters, although the pupils will be unable to see them yet. Each group will be provided with a large sheet of paper. One person from each group should be nominated to draw. Before the group are allowed to look at their poster, they must decide on a strategy for obtaining and displaying the most important information from the revision poster onto their own. Once the groups have designed their strategy, they will be allowed to see their poster for 30 seconds, and be given 2 minutes to draw their own.  
Introduction (10 mins)

Teacher should explain the task for this lesson, i.e. the pupils have limited time to finish their leaflets before presenting them to the rest of the class. Remind the children that this piece of work is being assessed. The teacher should remind the children of what the leaflet must include. 

Activity (35 mins)

1. Pupils should finish the leaflets which they started last week. (10-15 min)

2. In groups, pupils should present their leaflets to the rest of the class. Each child must take part in the presentation. 

Pupils must listen carefully to the other group’s presentations.

Plenary (5 mins)

All pupils will be given a piece of paper. They should write down some positive comments about the other group’s work. The teacher will ask pupils to put their hands up and read some of their comments out loud.
