Many people who live in Kenya are poor.  They travel to the capital city Nairobi to find a job and a better lifestyle.

Nairobi has many big buildings such as the Kenyatta International Conference centre, but the city has many poor areas.

Once people get to Nairobi a lot of them end up having to build there own houses as there aren’t enough in the city.  They end up in places like Kibera, a shanty town in Nairobi.  

The houses are called shanties and are very basic.  The shanties tend to be made up of mud and corrugated iron and are built very close together.  There is no electricity or clean water and sewage often flows outside in the street.

A typical shanty town is shown below.
