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Introduction

This document contains teaching material for A/S level students at Park Lane college. The first part of this document is to accompany a field trip I was asked to organised and the latter section is a series of PowerPoint shows to supplement the teachers existing teaching material.
The field trip was a 2 hour walk around Leeds city centre looking at 3 different sites that are in different stages of development. The teacher asked me to organise and plan this as a new part to her teaching this module. The idea was to get the children to look at what is around them in their day to day life and realise that there is real examples all around them. Hopefully this would reinforce their learning and provide them with reel examples that will hopefully stay in their memory for them to refer to in the exam.

Teachers notes for the Field trip

· The walk starts from Park Lane College

· Head down to Kirkstall road, cross over and head up the side of TGI Fridays towards the MG Rover garage.

· Stop momentarily on the bridge crossing the River Aire to point out that the River runs parallel to the Leeds to Liverpool canal.

· At the MG Rover garage walk down the embankment onto the tow path next to the canal, turn left and head under the bridge towards the city centre.
· After the second bridge stop, this is site 1

Site 1 – Canal path
This is a site showing very little re-development, there has been some attempt to maintain the path for recreational use. The canal is considerably dirty here, there is a thick growth of weeds, there is graffiti on the bridge and there is litter on the path and in the water, including an old shopping trolley. The buildings on the far bank are a mixture of derelict warehouse and some small ‘old warehouse’ being used as garages. Behind us on our side of the canal there is a building site, this is part of the City Island development. A new development containing 200 apartments, when asking the pupils to complete the environmental survey and sketch plan get them to ignore this.
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· Carry on walking along the canal towards Granary Warf, (about 10minites walk)

· Once at Granary Warf stop, this is site 2.

Site 2
Granary Warf has undergone much redevelopment in the last 20 years, turning it from derelict industrial land into a new centre for business in Leeds. Before it was derelict it used to be a centre for trade in Leeds, being the point that goods were transferred from canal boats into warehouses and other modes of transport and visa versa. It started its decline over a hundred years ago as other modes of transport such as trains and later roads became more popular modes of transport for moving goods. As you can see now it is once again a centre for business and leisure. 

· The water has been cleaned up buy the British Waterways Authority and locks have been up kept and painted. Some of the original dock equipment has been restored like the crane on the far side.

· The railway arches have been converted into a craft market, and some are used as restaurants and bars.

· Looking around you can see many Hotels and offices, these include some global companies like the Hilton KPMG etc.

· The derelict land has been converted into a car park

· The other side it a mixture of restored buildings and new buildings built in the character of the original ones and they now house many law firms and accountants as well as some up market restaurants.

· The re-development has been funded partly by the council but much of it through private investors.
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· Walk out of Granary Warf past Heathcoat’s restaurant and cross the main road at the traffic lights towards ASDA house.

· Walk along side the canal past ASDA house, stop at the information board outside the front of ASDA house. Let the pupils read through the notice board noting down some of the dates in history of the changes to the area.
· Carry on walking alongside the canal heading towards Clarence dock, you have to leave the canal side for a bit to cross the road and walk past some apartment blocks and offices.
· Point out the developments on the other side of the canal, there is a mixture of age and a range of prices. The apartments on the far side being more affordable and the ones on our side being more upmarket and very modern.

· Stop at Clarence Dock/Royal Armouries.

Site 3 – Clarence Dock
As you can see this is an area that is still underdevelopment, there has been a huge investment to turn this area round. The water has been cleaned, all the weeds removed from the dock, benches and litter bins put around the edges. This whole development includes:
· 600 apartments

· 200,000 square feet of commercial office space

· 500,000 square feet of leisure space

· 250 bed hotel

· Restaurants, bars, gym and casino

· 2500 space multi-storey car park
There has also been the development of the Royal Armouries on the adjacent site to increase leisure activities in the area.
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· From Clarence dock walk back along the canal to the pedestrian suspension bridge, cross the canal using the bridge.
· Walk up call lane to the back of the Corn Exchange, point out the development of flats just next to the Corn Exchange.

· Allow the pupils to either make their own way back to college or home if they do not have college latter that day.
