1.Detailed Lesson Plan – Geography, How to Make Our Local Environment Safer

Background

This is the first day of ‘Busy and Quiet’

Learning Objective

· Recognise that some roads are busy and some are quiet.

· Consider why some roads are busy and some quiet.

· To identify the difference between busy and quiet roads.

Vocabulary

Busy and Quiet, Motorways and housed areas, number of lanes, parked cars.

Questions and Phrases

What is the difference between the two roads?

Point at the busiest road.

Look at the road outside school, what is there to make it quieter?

In the photos which roads are busy? Why? How can we tell?

Main

	
	Resources
	Approx Time

	Outside, count out loud together how many cars go past the school gate, and then on the motorway visible from the playground.

Ask the children the above questions.
	
	5 mins for each count, 5 mins talking.

	Give groups of 6-8 children of mixed abilities a selection of pictures from the resource room of busy and quiet roads. Ask the above questions
	Photos from the resource room.
	10 mins

	Finish by getting someone from each group to show the rest of the class the pictures they had and say whether they were busy or quiet and how we can tell
	Photos used above.
	5 mins


Extension

To talk about busy and quiet roads in their groups.

2.Detailed Lesson Plan – Geography, How to Make Our Local Environment Safer

Background

This is the second day of ‘Busy and Quiet’.

Learning Objectives

· To recap and remember what was done in the last lesson.
· To identify the difference between busy and quiet roads.
· To choose what type of road the school is on.
Vocabulary

Busy and Quiet, Motorways and housed areas, number of lanes, parked cars, speed bumps, zebra crossings, lollypop woman.

Questions and Phrases

How can we tell which roads are busy and quiet?

In the photos which roads are busy? Why? How can we tell?

What type of road is the school on?

How can we make roads quieter?

	Resources
	Approx Time

	Sitting on the carpet together talk about the last lesson, use the photos to talk about busy and quiet roads. What kind of road is the school on? Why? How is it made quieter?
	Photos from the resource room.
	10 mins

	Get the children to sit in their places and give them a sheet to fill in. Draw a picture of a busy or quiet road, and write a sentence: ‘Beeston has quiet roads’ for example.
	Sheets to fill in.
	15 mins

	Meet back on the carpet, show a selection of pictures and get the children to talk about them: why they chose busy/quiet, how we can tell.
	Photos from the resource room
	5 mins


Extension

Draw another picture; this time of busy if quiet was done or quiet if busy was done. Write another sentence.

Background

This is the first day of the traffic survey.

Learning Objective

· To understand the term survey.
· To carry out a survey.
· To understand what the survey shows: which is the most popular mode of transport.
Vocabulary

Busy and Quiet, survey.

Questions and Phrases

Is the road busy or quiet?

What is a survey? Why do we use one?

What will the survey tell us?

What do you think will be the most popular mode of transport? Why? Which is the most popular mode of transport?

	Resources
	Approx Time

	On the carpet recap about busy and quiet roads, what are they, what kind of road is the school on, how can we tell? Explain about surveys, and how to fill one in.
	Whiteboard and pen
	5 mins

	In groups of 4 to 5 children of mixed abilities go out side, start timing and fill in survey.
	Survey sheets to fill in and pencils, clipboard
	15 mins: 10 for survey.

	In their groups, add up how many of each mode went past. On the carpet see if everyone got the same and what the results mean. Talk about what we will do next.
	Whiteboard and pen
	10 mins.


Extension

Show on the whiteboard how we will put the results into the computer and that the graph should look like.

Background

This is the second day of traffic surveys

Learning Objectives

· Understand the term survey and why they are useful.

· To represent the survey findings using IT.

· To create a graph and analyse it: interpret it.

Vocabulary

Survey, popular transport, table, graph, bars.

Questions and Phrases

What was the most popular mode of transport?

How did we find out?

Which did we think would be the most popular mode of transport?

What does the graph tell us? How can we tell?

	Resources
	Approx Time

	Sit on carpet and recap about busy and quiet, do the class remember what we did in the survey? Write the results on the board.
	Whiteboard and pen
	5-10 mins

	Get the children in pairs and sharing a computer, show them what to do on the big computer screen, and then get them to fill in the table and make a graph.
	Enough computers to share. Whiteboard and pen
	15-20 mins

	Show them how to save their work, print some graphs off and sit together on the carpet looking at them and talking about what they show.
	Printer
	5-10 mins


Extension

Print off the graphs and write a sentence about what they show underneath.

5.Detailed Lesson Plan – Geography, How to Make Our Local Environment Safer.

Background

This is the first day of a walk around Beeston

Learning Objectives

· To know how to walk around roads safely

· To recognise different methods of traffic calming and how they work.

· To use geographical terms and ask questions.

Vocabulary

Busy, Quiet, speed, zebra crossings, lollypop lady/man, traffic lights, speed bumps, speed limits, cycle lanes, narrow roads, double yellow lines.

Questions and Phrases

How do walk safely around Beeston?

Is Beeston busy or quiet? How does it change?

What has been done to make the roads safer?

What are the (show traffic calming methods) for? How do they work?

Main

	
	Resources
	Approx Time

	Sit on the carpet and explain what we will be doing. Talk about how to walk safely and mention traffic calming methods to look out for.
	
	5 mins

	Put the children in pairs and assign two pairs to each teacher, start the pre-planned route, stopping at points of interest and talk about what we are looking at as we go round. Take photos.
	
	20 mins

	Back on the carpet talk about what we have seen and what they were for.
	
	5 mins


Extension

Put the children in pairs and give them a method of traffic calming and ask them to tell the class whether we saw it today and what it does.

6.Detailed Lesson Plan – Geography, How to Make Our Local Environment Safer.

Background

This is the second day of a walk around Beeston.

Learning Objectives

· To identify different methods of traffic calming and understand how they work and why they are needed.

Vocabulary

Busy, Quiet, Safety, road narrowing, speed bumps, traffic lights, zebra crossings, lollypop lady/man, speed limits/camera, cycle lanes.

Questions and Phrases

How is Beeston made safer for cyclists and pedestrians?

What else could be done?

Where is Beeston busiest and quietest?

When do we need Lollypop ladies etc?

	Resources
	Approx Time

	Recap of the walk around Beeston on the carpet; ask what we saw and when they get one show the photo of it. The photos can then be used to help them if they get stuck. Write the results on the board
	Photos from the walk, whiteboard and pen
	10 mins

	Get the children to draw a picture of their chosen method of traffic calming and write a sentence about it.
	Sheet to draw and write on. Pencils, crayons
	15 mins

	Sit on the carpet, show some work and talk about the next lesson on parking

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7.Detailed Lesson Plan – Geography, How to Make Our Local Environment Safer.

Background

This is the first lesson on parking

Learning Objectives

· To identify where cars park around school.

· To understand why cars park in certain places and not others.

· To talk about safety issues around parked cars

Vocabulary

Double yellow lines, parking bays, multi-story car parks, on street parking, yellow zigzags outside school.

Questions and Phrases

Where do the cars park around school? Why?

Whey don’t they park on the yellow zigzags?

Where else don’t they park? Why?

Main

	
	Resources
	Approx Time

	Take the children for a walk around the school grounds looking at parking talking about where the cars are and aren’t parked and why.
	
	5mins

	Split the children into four groups and give them a toy car each. There will be four mats around the room for them to work their way around. Ask them to firstly park a car somewhere they can, and then somewhere they can’t. Someone in the group should write down the locations.
	Bird’s eye view mats of towns etc. A toy car for each child. Mini whiteboards and pens x4
	5 mins on each mat

	Meet on the carpet and one person from each group tells the class the locations they found to park on and not to. Class talks about why.

Extension

Think of more locations and ask individual people if you can park there.

8.Detailed Lesson Plan – Geography, How to Make Our Local Environment Safer.

Background

This is the second lesson on parking.

Learning Objectives

· To identify where cars park around school.

· To understand why cars park in certain places and not others.

· To talk about safety issues around parked cars

Vocabulary

Double yellow lines, parking bays, multi-story car parks, on street parking, yellow zigzags outside school.

Questions and Phrases

Where can we park?

Where can’t we park? Why?

Main

	
	Resources
	Approx Time

	Recap of the last lesson on parking on the carpet. Get the children to sit in pairs and give them sort cards to put in two piles: where you can and can’t park. Put the results on the whiteboard. Show some photos of parking and talk about them.
	Enough sets of sort cards. Whiteboard and pens. Photos.
	10-15 mins

	Get the children to draw pictures of different places to park and write a sentence about it underneath.
	Sheets to draw on, pencils, crayons.
	10-15 mins

	Show the work to the rest of the class and talk about the next lesson on making a map of road safety.
	
	5 mins


Extension

Using the sort cards again, give one to each child and draw to columns on the whiteboard: can park and can’t park. Get the children one by one to stick their card under the correct column.

Background

· To understand how methods of traffic calming work.

Vocabulary

Safety, zebra crossings, speed cameras/limits/bumps, lollypop lady/man, traffic lights, slow, busy, quiet.

Questions and Phrases

What can we use to slow cars down?

Where do we need help crossing the road?

Main

	
	Resources
	Approx Time

	Stick the picture of the road with buildings on, on the whiteboard, and talk about what is on it. Ask the children what we could put on to slow the cars down, when they get one, draw it on with non-permanent pen, ask them where it should go and why. 
	A1 laminated picture, non-permanent pens.
	15 mins

	In their groups get the children to copy the map and write a sentence underneath.
	Sheets to fill in, pencils and crayons
	15 mins


Extension

Get the children to use the sort cards used in the last lesson as a recap of parking.

Background

This is the second lesson on mapping a safer road.

Learning Objectives

· To understand why roads need to be made safer.

· To recognise different methods of traffic calming and understand their uses.

Vocabulary

Safety, slower, traffic, speed, busy, quiet, speed bumps/limits/cameras, zebra crossings, lollypop lady/man, cycle lane, double yellow lines etc.

Questions and Phrases

What is the (name a method of traffic calming) for?

How does it work?

Why is it important?

What else could have been used?

Why has it been put there?

	Resources
	Approx Time

	On the Carpet look at the finished game, recap over the last lesson, remind the children of what we did, do they remember? Explain the rules of the game. 
	A finished laminated map& set of instructions.
	5 mins

	Split the children into four groups of mixed ability, each group being given a teacher if possible. If not, walk around helping all groups. Ask the children to play the game.
	Four sets of finished laminated games, cars and 4 dice.
	20 mins

	Meet back on the carpet, discuss who won, did they like the game? Recap again: point at square, can they park/drive quickly there?
	Finished laminated game.
	5 Mins


Extension

Play again this time asking the children to name the traffic calming method they’ve landed on in order to move again.
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Instructions

· Place all the cars on the first square.

· Take it in turns to go round the group, throwing a dice and moving forward by the number of places shown on the dice.

· If you land on a square with a method of traffic calming or parking restrictions on, miss your next turn.

· The first person to reach the end wins!!!

Alternative Game

· Place all the cars on the first square.

· Take it in turns to go round the group, throwing a dice and moving forward by the number of places shown on the dice.

· If you land on a square with a method of traffic calming or parking restrictions on, name the method and it’s use to be able to continue on your game.

· The first person to reach the end wins!!!

	Meet back on the carpet to talk about the most popular way of getting to school, talk about safety issues

	Back on the carpet select some children to show their work and say what they put in each column and why.

	Sit on the carpet and show them the photos of busy and quiet roads used in the first lesson, Talk about busy and quiet roads. Remind them of the survey we did, do they remember how to do one? Then show them the photos taken on the walk around Beeston, what do they show?
	Photos of busy and quiet roads, and the walk of Beeston
	10 mins

	Give each child a bingo card, making sure each different type is used, play Traffic calming bingo.
	Pens,Bingo cards – laminated. Bingo Pics.
	10 mins

	In pairs get the children to use the sort cards used in the parking lesson: you can/can’t park…

Extension

Use the bingo pictures to play matching pairs, or play the traffic calming game mage in a previous lesson.
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Note to Teacher:

Print enough cards for the children and laminate for re-use.

Then print more to cut up and use as the cards to pull out of a bag, or use as matching pairs.

	Put the children in pairs and give them the green cross code cut up for them to put in order. Go over this with the class after.

	Put the children in 4 groups of mixed ability and let them play the traffic calming game again

Get the children to paint pictures for it, such as of zebra crossings, speed cameras, etc. This will be put on in appropriate places. Also get them to write sentences such as, “always cross where it is safe.”
