INTRODUCTION
About The Unit
This unit is broadly based on the QCA Key Stage 3 (NC) Unit 24: Passport to the world.  The original unit is designed to be used at any point in Key Stage 3.  This unit has been adapted to suit the varying abilities of Year 9 pupils.  Each lesson is differentiated for low and high ability.  The low ability worksheets precede the high ability for each lesson.
The lessons use a range of learning activities and teaching methods to extend pupils’ geographical understanding from previous topics and to build on the skills of geographical enquiry.  The unit is assessed with an end of unit test.
The following section highlights the key aspects of the unit.  These are reflected in the learning objectives of each lesson.

· Collect/record/present evidence from various sources including the Internet, textbooks, a range of Atlases, photographs, news programmes and newspapers.

· Asking geographical questions: categorising issues.

Prior and future learning

· Pupils are encouraged to make connections between places and related information using a variety of sources.  This builds on QCA Unit 1 ‘Making Connections’.  Pupils will develop their understanding that people and places are inter-connected.

· Pupils will explore development levels.  Students will already have some previous understanding of the difference between LEDC’s and MEDC’s.  At the end of this unit pupils will be able to compare different levels of development with a more deepened understanding.

· Pupils will extend their knowledge from the Year 8 ‘Tourism’ unit.  Students will already have a basic knowledge of tourism and brochures.  Building on this, students will learn what factors make an effective brochure.

· This unit aims to develop pupils’ independent geographical enquiry skills by asking geographical questions.  Newspapers will become a useful source of information for future topics and homework assignments. 
· Pupils will understand the command words ‘describe’ and ‘explain’, ‘compare’ and ‘contrast’ for future units and assessment.

Advance Preparation:

Ensure there are enough brochures for pupils to share.

Differentiation:
Low ability students will do a starter activity word search which provides them with the words they need for describing the tourism environments in Task 1.  Pictures will give them hints about the environment they are trying to identify.

High ability sets will come up with the environments and the descriptive words themselves.  If they are having trouble, encourage them to discuss the answers in pairs.
