Lesson Plans: Going to the Seaside.
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NB: This pack does not include a full set of photograph resources. The school used pictures of Blackpool but pictures from any seaside resort could be used in the lessons. 
Lesson 1
Year of children: Year 2.

Length of activity: 1 hour.
Objectives: 
Children should be able:
· To communicate observations in photos and make descriptions of these.
· To be able to identify the main features of a beach. 

· To describe the different activities people can do whilst at the seaside. 
· To decipher what they need to take to the beach and what they can leave at home. 
Previous knowledge: 
· None required. 
Preparation (before the lesson begins): 
· Needs a wall picture of a beach – possibly Blackpool 
Lesson – different activities and timings:
2 mins: 

· Settle the children on the carpet in a circle and ensure that they are facing the board.
· Explain that they will do a lesson about the seaside. Ask if anyone has been to the seaside before. 
5 mins: 
· Stick a picture of Blackpool Beach on the wall. Encourage the children to describe it. [Ensure that they must put their hands up and wait until asked to answer]. 
· Write on the board the things they suggest. If they do not voluntarily suggest features, prompt them. 
10 mins: 
· Pass around the circle the different beach items, explaining what each item is. Encourage them to touch, smell and look carefully at the items. Encourage them to describe what they find by putting their hands up.
· Collect the items in and place them in the bag and tell them to face the board.  
3 mins: 
· Encourage the children to make suggestions about why people go to the seaside. If they struggle, prompt them by asking about the different things they can do at the beach. Write any suggestions on the board.
12 mins: 
· Stick up photos of different activities that can be done at the seaside.
· Encourage the children to say which their favourite activity would be. 

11 mins: 
· With the activity photos still up on the board, ask the children what they would pack in their suitcases if they were going to the beach. Write down any suggestions on the board.
15 mins: 
· Take out the suitcase and house templates and place them in the middle of the circle. 
· Pull out the templates of the different items that you would be likely or unlikely to take to the beach, one at a time. Ask a child to place the item either on the suitcase or on the house. Tell the children this symbolises taking the item on holiday or leaving it at home. 

· With each item encourage them to suggest why or why not it would be useful to take to the beach. If they need a prompt, encourage the children to look at the photos on the wall to help them. 
2 mins: 
· Praise the children for doing so well by helping you pack. Collect the templates and settle the children for the next activity. 

Resources needed: 
· Blu-tac.
· All photos are enlarged colour photos. Photos to include: Blackpool Beach, people walking their dog, children playing on trampolines, children on a train, a peddlo, children riding on donkeys, an ice-cream stand and children building sand castles.
· Laminated templates to include: A suitcase, a house, sunglasses, a hat, a bucket and spade, a ball, flip flops, sun-cream, a television, a pencil case and high-heeled shoes.
· A bag of beach items to include: a pot sand, shells, pebbles and marram grass.

Health and safety: 
· Ensure all beach items are washed and tell the children not to put their fingers in their mouths after touching the beach items.  
Extension activities:
· There are no extension activities due to it being a whole class lesson.
Lesson 2

Year of children: Year 2.
Length of activity: 1 hour.
Objectives: 

Children should be able:

· To communicate observations in photos and make descriptions of these.
· To compare different beach scenes.
· To know that different materials can be used to make a collage. 
Previous knowledge: 
· Knowledge from lesson 1.
Preparation (before the lesson begins): 

· Ensure that each table has a travel brochure, a pair of scissors between 2, glue and glue sticks, crayons, lentils, foil and pencils. 
· Ensure that at each desk a piece of white A4 paper is placed in the landscape position. 
Lesson – different activities and timings:

2 mins: 
· Settle the children on the carpet so that they are all facing the board and tell them they will be learning more about the seaside.
15 mins: 
· Stick a photo of a beach scene on the wall and ask the children to describe it. Repeat with the two other photos of very different beaches. [As the children have already done lesson one, they should feel confident to do this].
· Encourage them to look at the differences between the photos. Encourage the children to state their likes and dislikes of the different beaches. Write key words on the board.
2 mins: 
· Explain to the children that you want them to make a collage of their ideal beach. Encourage them to be imaginative but if they need help, suggest they look at the photos for inspiration. Encourage them to bring together all they know about beaches; what they have learnt in class, what they have seen in books and on the TV. 
· Tell them that they can cut out any pictures from the holiday brochures and also use any of the materials that are on their tables to create their collages. [Ensure that the paper is in landscape position.]
2 mins: 
· Settle the children at their tables.

30 mins: 
· The children make their collages.

· Be sure to go to all the tables to see how they are getting on. Watch out for any who look confused and make suggestions as to what they can do. Make suggestions about the different materials they can use to make different features e.g. blue pencil crayon for the sea and sticking on foil to look like waves. 

9 mins: 

· Tell the children to clear away by putting all the materials back in the middle of the table where they found them at the beginning of the activity. 

· Tell them to place their collages with their names on, in a pile in the middle of the table. 

Resources needed: 
· Blu-tac.
· 3 photos of different and contrasting beach scenes. 
· White A4 paper x the number of children in the class.

· Pencils.

· Coloured pencil crayons.

· Glue and glue sticks.

· Foil.

· Lentils.

· One travel brochure per table. 

· Scissors (1 between 2).

Extension activities:

· Ask those who finish early to look through the travel brochures to see if they can see any features of beaches that haven’t been talked about in the class.
Lesson 3

Year of children: Year 2.
Length of activity: 1 hour.

Objectives:

Children should be able:

· To know what a postcard is and why people send them.

· To write a postcard.
Previous knowledge: 
· Knowledge from lessons 1 and 2. 
Preparations (before the lesson begins):

· Place Prit-sticks in the middle of each table (1 between 2)

· Place the collage and postcard template at each child’s desk.
Lesson – different activities and timings:

2 mins: 
· Settle the children on the carpet with them all facing the teacher.
10 mins: 
· Ask the children if they know what a postcard is and if they have ever received one. 
· Show the children a selection of postcards. Explain how normally they have a picture on one side showing something about the place the person who sent it, is visiting. Explain the layout of the other side. Explain that on this side you write what you have done on holiday and then on the other side you write the name and address of the person you want to send the postcard to. 

10 mins: 
· Tell the children how they will use the collages of their ideal beach they made in the last lesson as the picture side of their postcard.
· Tell them they will write a postcard on a piece of paper that you will provide for them. Demonstrate on one of these pieces where they will write. 

· Tell them to write about their imaginary holiday at the seaside. Tell them they can describe the beach, describe the activities they did, what they ate etc. 
30 mins: 
· Tell the children to go to their desks and start their work. Ensure each child’s collage is at their desk so they can refer to it.
·  Be available for questions. 

5 mins: 
· Tell the children to stick the writing part of the postcard onto the picture part using Prit-sticks. Demonstrate this on one of the children’s postcards. 

3 mins: 
· Tell the children to ensure they have signed their name at the bottom of the postcard. Tell them to clear away and place the postcards in a pile in the middle of the table. 

Resources needed: 
· A selection of postcards.
· Postcard templates x the number of children in the class.
· Pencils.

· Prit-stick: one between 2.

· Ask those who finish early to draw a stamp in the correct place. 
Lesson 4
Year of children: Year 2.
Length of activity: 1 hour.

Objectives:

Children should be able:

· To decipher between a historical and a modern photo.

· To communicate observations in photos and make descriptions of these.

· To know that people went to the seaside in historical times.

· To know that people’s clothing, buildings and activities have changed since historical times to differing extents.  

· To place features in different categories. 
Previous knowledge: 
· Knowledge from lessons 1, 2 and 3. 
Preparations (before the lesson begins): 
· Photocopy the photos so that there is a set for each table.
· Write on a piece of paper, clothes, activities and buildings. Photocopy x the number of children in the class. Place on each child’s desk. 
Lesson – different activities and timings:

2 mins: 

· Settle the children down on the carpet so that they are all facing the board.

5 mins: 
· Explain how photos taken in historical times were in black and white, whereas now we often have colour photographs. 
· Explain how people in historical times also liked to go to the beach. Explain some reasons why people went on holiday e.g. the seaside was seen as a healthy place.

10 mins: 
· Stick a historical photo on the wall and ask the children to describe it. In order to structure it, get them to describe things under certain headings that you have written on the board: buildings, activities and clothes. 

· Stick up a modern photo of a similar scene and ask the children to compare this photo with the historical one. Write down key words on the board.
5 mins: 

· Tell the children that at their desks there is a selection of historical and modern photos. Each historical photo has a corresponding modern photo (they show similar themes). Tell the children that working as a group with the people on their table; they have to work out which photos go together. Tell the children that once that is complete, they have to sit quietly with their hands up until the teacher comes to their desk to confirm the photos are in the correct pairings.
7 mins:

· To complete the above task.

5 mins: 
· Explain that you will hand out a sheet with the different headings of, buildings, clothes and activities. Tell the children to list the things they see in each photo under the correct heading. [They have already had oral practice of this at the beginning of the lesson.]
· Hand out the sheets and tell the children to get on with the work. 
25 mins: 
· To compete the above work.

1 min:

· Tell the children to put their names on their work and put it in a pile in the middle of the table. 
Resources needed:

· 5 x historical beach photos and 5 x corresponding modern beach photos. 
· Paper x the number of children in the class. 
· Pencils.

Health and Safety:

Extension activities:

· For those who finish early, ask them to draw a child in historical times. Ask them to concentrate on the clothes they would be wearing. 
Lesson 5

Year of children: Year 2.
Length of activity: 1 hour.

Objectives:

Children should be able:

· To decipher between dangerous and non-dangerous beach activities.
· To communicate solutions to dangerous beach activities.

· To recognise ‘real life’ beach safety equipment.
Previous knowledge: 
· Knowledge from lessons 1, 2, 3 and 4. 
Preparation (before the lesson begins):

· None. 
Lesson – different activities and timings:

2 mins: 

· Settle the children down on the carpet so that they are all facing the board. 

8 mins:
· Stick up the picture ‘Safety on the Beach’. Explain to the children that the seaside can potentially be very dangerous. Ask the children to look at the picture and suggest things that might be dangerous. 

· Write any suggestions on the board.

15 mins: 
· Once suggestions have been made, focus the children’s attention by explaining each danger and safety aspect of the picture. Include:

· That is it only safe to swim in between the two red and yellow flags as a lifeguard patrols this area.

· Not to swim near rocks or in rough water.

· Not to go near litter and to throw any of their own litter in a bin.
· If they do any water sports that they wear the correct safety gear including helmets and lifejackets. 

· If they see anyone struggling in the water that they must tell a known adult who will be able to tell the lifeguard or ring the lifeboat to go and rescue them.

· Whilst playing in the sun that they should slap on a hat, slip on a shirt and slop on some sun-cream, in order to protect them from the sun. 

· That they should never wander off with strangers. 

· Be sure to explain what they need to do and then give a reason why.
20 mins: 

· Now ask a series of questions relating to the picture and ask a child to come and point at the correct place on the picture and then explain why they have pointed there. Prompt them if they struggle. Remember there may be more than one reason. Ask the following questions:

· Who is swimming in a safe place?
· Who is swimming in a dangerous place?

· Where is the dangerous litter?

· Where should people put their litter?

· Who is doing water sports with the correct safety gear on?

· Who should they tell if they see someone struggling in the water?

· Where is the lifeboat?

· Who is protected from the sun?

10 minutes:

· Stick up some photos relating to seaside safety. This gives the children a chance to see ‘real life’ safety features. 

· Describe each photo one at a time.

5 minutes: 

· Ask the children how they would stay safe if they went to the seaside until the end of the lesson.  Be available for any questions. 
Resources needed: 

· A picture of ‘Safety on the Beach’

· Photos of ‘real life’ safety features at the seaside.

· There are no extension activities due to it being a whole class lesson.
Lesson 6

Year of children: Year 2.
Length of activity: 1 hour. 

Objectives:

Children should be able:

· To distinguish between photos of a seaside, a countryside and a town. 

· To describe what different types of plants look and feel like and where they grow. 

Previous knowledge:

· Knowledge from lessons 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5. 
Preparation (before the lesson begins):

· Do this lesson in the spring or summer terms if possible as there will be more plants to look at. 
Lesson – different activities and timings:

2 mins: 

· Settle the children on the carpet in a circle with them all facing the board. 

13 mins:

· Stick up 3 different photos onto the white board. One of a seaside, one of a town and one of the countryside. 

· Go through each photo and ask the children to describe what they see. Write any words on the board. 

· Write above the corresponding photo: seaside, countryside and town. 

· Explain how places can differ. 

· Ask them which photo most looks like where their school is. 

10 mins: 

· Stick up a photo of a garden, next to the seaside photo. Stick up a photo of a beach with sand dunes. Ask the children to look at the plants in the photo. Prompt them to look at what they grow in. 

· Write down any words they suggest on the board. 

10 mins: 

· Take the marram grass out of the bag pass it around the circle. Encourage the children to look carefully at it and touch it. 

· Explain to the children that different types of plants grow in different places. 

15 mins: 

· Explain to the children that they will go to the school garden, in the playground. [Put on coats if needed.] Explain that you want them to make observations about the different plants that are growing there and what they are growing in. Prompt them to look out for colours and shapes. 

10 mins: 

· Come back inside and sit on the carpet. Ask the children to describe what they saw. Write the words on the board.  

· Explain how the plants on the seaside differ to the plants in the garden because they are different environments. 
Resources needed:

· Photos of a seaside, town and countryside and a garden. 
· A bag of marram grass.

Extension activities: 

· None – as it is a group activity. 
Lesson 7
Year of children: Year 2.
Length of activity: 1 hour. 

Objectives:

Children should be able:

· To recognise a map of the British Isles.
· To understand that sea-sides are found on the coast. 
· To list different types of weather. 
· To understand that the weather can affect the activities people do on the beach.
· To produce drawings to symbols different types of weather. 
Previous knowledge:

· Knowledge from lessons 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6. 
Preparation (before the lesson begins): 

· Photocopy a piece of white A4 paper with the words Sun, Rain, Cloud, Thunder and Snow x the number of children in the class. Place on each desk with a pair of scissors.
· Ensure that there are pencils and crayons on each table. 
Lesson – different activities and timings:

2 mins: 

· Settle the children on the carpet with them all facing the board.

5 mins: 

· Stick on the wall a map of the British Isles. Explain to the children that there are many seaside resorts in the British Isles, as well as around the world. 

· Mark on some other seaside resorts using post-it notes. Point out specifically where Blackpool is as they have already learnt about it. 

5 mins: 

· Explain that that you can get different types of weather and this often effects what people do at the seaside. 

· Ask them what different types of weather there are. Write any suggestions on the board. Ensure that rainy, cloudy, sunny, thunder and snow, have been mentioned. Prompt them if needed.  

5 mins: 

· Ask them to imagine what activities they could or could not do if there was a certain type of weather whilst they were at the seaside. Give them the example that if it was snowing, it would be too cold to swim. Encourage them to make further suggestions. 

2 mins: 

· Explain how you want them to go to their desks where there will be a sheet of paper with Rain, Cloud, Sun, Thunder and Snow written on it. Show them it.

· Explain how you want them to draw a picture to represent each word. Draw a sun on the board next to the word sun to demonstrate this, but ask them to use appropriate colours. 

· Tell them once they have done that, they have to cut the symbols out. 

26 mins: 

· Tell the children to go to their tables and begin the task. 

2 mins: Tell the children to clear up the table, write their names on the back of the symbols and go to the carpet with their weather symbols. Ensure that they are all facing the map of the British Isles. 

10 mins:

· Tell the children that there is a certain type of weather at a particular seaside resort. Pick a child to come up and stick the appropriate weather symbol to the appropriate location. [stick Blu-tac to the back of the symbols as the child comes up]

· Explain that the weather differs in different areas in the country. 

1 min: 

· Collect the symbols from the children. 

Resources needed:

· A map of the British Isles.

· Post-It notes.

· Blu-tac.

· Pencils and crayons.

· Scissors, 1 each.

· Paper x the number of children in the class.

Extension activities:
· For those that finish early, ask them to draw symbols for other types of weather. 
Lesson 8
Year of children: Year 2. 
Length of activity: 1 hour.

Objectives:

Children should be able:

· To understand why people recycle.
· To decipher between what is made of plastic, glass or paper.
· That different rubbish items need separating into plastic, glass and paper categories. 
· To understand that is good for the environment to recycle. 
Previous knowledge:

· None but can link it to lesson 5 – litter is not safe on the beach. 
Preparation (before the lesson begins):

· Write on different pieces of paper the words: vase, glass, window, jam jar, magazine, book, letter, newspaper, margarine tub, a carton of orange juice and a yogurt pot, leaving enough space for the children to draw the item. Duplicate if necessary so that there are enough for all the children in the class. 
· In big writing, write plastic on one piece of paper. Repeat for glass and paper. 
Lesson – different activities and timings:

2 mins: 
· Settle the children on the carpet with all of them facing the board.

10 mins:
· Remind the children of the litter they saw on the beach. Ask them if they can remember why it was dangerous. 

· Explain to the children what happens to litter when it is thrown away. Tell them how it is taken to landfill sites and left there. Tell them that many people think that this is a waste as some things could be used again. 

· Tell them that recycling is when you can remake something you have already used so it can be used again. Tell them that this is good for the environment as it doesn’t waste things. 

5 mins:

· Explain to the children that everybody can do their bit when it comes to recycling. At home and at school we can separate our rubbish into different bins so it is easier for the people who recycle to do their job. 

· Tell them you have to separate glass, paper and plastic items. Everything else can go in another bin. 

· Show them an example of each. 

5 mins:

· Tell the children that on each of their desks, there is a piece of paper with a word written on it. This word is an item of rubbish that needs throwing away. 

· Tell them that they first of all have to guess if that item is made of plastic, glass or paper. 

· Then tell them they have to draw a picture of it and cut that picture out. 
· Tell the children to go to their desks and do the activity.

22 mins:

· The children do the activity.

· Tell the children to stop and go to the carpet with their ‘rubbish item’ and sit in a circle. 

2 mins: 

· Place the three pieces of paper with glass, plastic and paper written on them on the wall. 

· Explain how you want each child, one at a time, when asked to by the teacher and place their ‘rubbish item’ on the plastic, glass or paper ‘bin’. 

13 mins:

· Do the activity. Be available for questions, especially at the beginning as they may not understand the word that is written on the sheet of paper. 
1 min:

· Collect all the ‘rubbish items’ and ‘bins’, at the same time as praising the children for doing their bit for the environment. 

Resources needed:

· Paper.
· Pencils and crayons.
· Scissors, one between 2. 
Useful website:

Health and safety:

· Supervise the children whilst they are using the scissors. 
Extension activities:

· For those who finish early, ask them to draw other items of rubbish that are made of plastic, glass or paper. 
Lesson 9
Year of children: Year 2.
Length of activity: 1 hour. 
Objectives:

Children should be able:

· To list a number of forms of transport.
· To decipher between slower and faster forms of transport.
· To understand that it is more appropriate to take faster forms of transport if you are going to far away places.

Previous knowledge:

· None, but can link this to seaside lessons – how to get to the seaside.
Preparation:

· At each child’s desk, place the ‘transport template’

· Make sure there are pencils and crayons on each table. 

Lesson – different activities and timings:

2 minutes: 
· Settle the children down on the carpet so that they are all facing the board. 
10 mins: 

· Ask the children if they went anywhere special at the weekend. Ask them how they got there. 

· Tell the children that their means of transport was a way of travelling from one place to another. 

· Ask them to suggest as many forms of transport as they can and write them on the board. Be sure to include walking, swimming, running, bicycle, car, bus, taxi, train, aeroplane and boat.

10 mins:

· Explain to the children that some forms of transport are quicker than others. 

· Ask the children to say which is the quickest out of the following pairings:

· Walking and taxi.
· Running and aeroplane. 

· Bicycle and car. 

· Train or bus. 

· Boat or swimming. 

10 mins: 

· Explain to the children that some places are near and some are far away. Explain that some journeys may mean they have to go over mountains or over water etc. 

· Explain to the children that it might be better to take faster forms of transport if you are going to far away places as otherwise it would take too long. Give examples of this. 

5 mins:
· Tell the children that on each of their desks is a piece of paper with different destinations. Tell them that bearing in mind how fast certain forms of transport are and how far away the destinations are, they are to choose an appropriate form of transport to get to there. 

· Tell them to write down the form of transport and explain why they chose it.

· Tell them to go to their desks and do the activity. 

22 mins:

· The children do the activity. Be available for questions. 

1 min: 

· Tell the children to put their names on their work and put all the work in a pile in the middle of the table. 

Resources needed:

· ‘Transport template’ x the number of children in the class. 
· Pencils and crayons.

Health and Safety:

· None of any special mention. 
Extension activities:

· For those who finish early, ask them to draw a form of transport that could take them to the moon. 
Lesson 10
Year of children: Year 2. 
Length of activity: 1 hour.
Objectives:

Children should be able:

· To understand that symbols are sometimes used instead of words.

· To draw symbols to symbolise common things found in towns. 
· To construct a simple map using symbols.
Previous knowledge:

· None- but can link to lesson 6 – what features does a town landscape have?
Preparation (before the lesson begins): 

· Write on a piece of A4 paper the words shop, church/place of worship, bus stop, house, park and tree on it. Photocopy so there are enough for each child and place on each child’s desk. 
· Ensure that there are pencils and crayons on the table. 
Lesson – different activities and timings:

2 mins: 
· Settle the children on the carpet with them all facing the board. 

10 mins: 
· Refresher: Remind the children how they went on a walk to the park and how they had to observe all the things they saw. Also ask them to think about where they live, when they go shopping with their parents, where they play etc. Ask them to make suggestions as to all the things they see. Start them off by saying trees and shops. List all the words on the board.  [Ensure that shop, church/place of worship, bus stop, house, park and tree are mentioned.]

· Next suggest a symbol that could symbolise each word [just as they had done with the weather symbol lesson] Explain that sometimes on maps it is easier to show information pictorially rather than written.
7 mins:
· Show them the base map. Explain how there could be a house on a certain road. Etc. Demonstrate by drawing a house symbol on the map. Explain that on their desks is a piece of paper with certain things written on it that you find in a town. Show them this piece of paper. Explain that their job is to draw a symbol next to the word that symbolises it. 
· Say that once they have finished that, they have to put their hands up and the teacher will give them a base map. Explain that they have to make up their own town by drawing on symbols to symbolise different things, as they have done on the other sheet of paper. Clarify what they have to do and tell them to go to their tables and start.

38 mins: 
· The children do the activity. Be available for questions. 
3 mins: 
· Tell the children to make sure their names are on their work and put all the paper in the middle of the table and clear away. 
Resources needed:

· Paper x the number of children in the class.

· Base maps x the number of children in the class. 

· Pencils and crayons. 
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Useful website:

· None. 

Health and Safety:

· None of any special mention. 
Extension activities:

· For those who have finished early, ask them to think of more things they see in a town and draw symbols for them. 
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
