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LESSON PLANS.

The following lesson plans are designed for students at Key Stage 4, aged 14 to 16.  They are based around two key areas of the curriculum, Settlement and Employment.  The lesson plans are linked, where possible, to areas in Leeds that the students can associate with, so making learning easier.

There are three settlement lesson plans that are based upon greenfield and brownfield sites.  The first lesson plan looks specifically at Menston, Leeds, which acts as an excellent example of a commuter village on greenfield.

The employment lessons look at employment in general in Leeds with reference to the location of key areas of employment around the city.  The idea of out of town shopping is addressed as well as the fight back by the City Centre.  The final lesson links to transport and how it has changed and is still changing in Leeds.

Two question sheets accompany each lesson plan.  The lesson plan acts to bring variety and interest to each topic, with the outcome hopefully being to challenge each student respectively.  The question sheets aim to achieve as many of the National Curriculum guidelines aimed at KS4.  These include map work, looking at secondary data such as photographs, knowledge and understanding of places and other geographical skills.  The lesson plans were designed with respect to the varied academic abilities of each class.  One question sheet was aimed at those who had the ability to write paragraphs and use the handout to create their own answers.  Another question sheet was aimed at those with a lower ability, who needed help in structuring their answers.  The outcome of both sets of question sheets should be to push each student to think about the topic and how it can be linked to examples from Leeds.

Each lesson plan also has a teacher’s handout.  This acts to give the teacher a quick introduction to the topic and the key outcomes that should be achieved.  It also acts to help with the timing of each lesson, provide extension material and a list of any equipment that will be needed to make the lesson a success.  

TEACHERS AID FOR LESSON 1.

(Quick reminder to students about what studied in the last lesson. The issue of development, why it is needed and why it can cause problems?)

TOPIC: -  The development of greenbelt land on the outskirts of Leeds City Centre, for the increasing demand of commuters who want to live away from the city centre.

LESSON: -  The development of towns on greenfield land for the convenience of commuters to the city centre.  People want to live in a cleaner environment and are willing to travel for this standard of life.

TITLE: -  The development of Menston.

LEARNING OUTCOME: -

· Aims and Objectives

· Understand why areas such as Menston on the outskirts, are developing.

· To understand that the development of these commuter towns is generally based around transport links such as a major road or a public transport link.

· Understand and be able to describe sustainable development.

· To understand that there are conflicting views about developing these commuter villages, with the not in my back yard attitude developing, NIMBYism.

· To develop their own ideas regarding such developments and how to be sustainable with their plans. 

LESSON LENGTH: -  The lesson should take one hour.  20- 30 minutes should be spent reading through the worksheet and the key issues regarding sustainable development and Nimbyism.  A further 10 minutes should be spent talking through the questions sheets and what is expected of each question.  The final 20 minutes should be spent completing the question sheets.

RESOURCES NEEDED: -  Photocopies of the question sheets and the worksheets.

LESSON SUMMARY: -  The pupils should learn about commuter villages and why people choose to live there.  They should also be able to understand the idea of sustainable development and the difference between greenfield and brownfield sites.
EXTENSION ACTIVITY: -  How would you keep the new development at Menston, sustainable?  What material would you use, what services would you provide for the residents? E.g. recycling points.  Would you put any laws about certain buildings not being allowed? 

POSSIBLE HOMEWORK: -  To think about greenfield located close to them and how they would feel if there was a proposed development of housing on this land.  Think about both the positives and negatives of such a development.

NEXT LESSON: -  The next lesson is based on greenfield sites. What are the advantages and disadvantages of developing on greenfield sites and is it really appropriate to build on this land.
Questions for Menston worksheet.

1. What attracts people, especially commuters, to live in Menston? Think about its surroundings, the village atmosphere and its close proximity to Leeds City Centre.

2. This development will bring both positives and negatives to the small dwelling of Menston.  Write three negatives which could occur from this development, think about the affect of more people, more cars, and more young people in the area.  Now write three positive aspects that this development will bring to the local area.  Think about the affect it will have on the local post office, other shops and services, and the fact that a derelict area, prone to acts of graffiti, is now being modernised.

3. Imagine you are a business man/woman who works in Leeds centre who wants to live in this new development.  What services would you deem to be essential? Write three to four sentences about your plan for the development. 

TEACHERS AID FOR LESSON 2.

(Quick reminder to students about what studied in the last lesson, Menston, a commuter village which is being developed at present.)

TOPIC: -  The development of greenfield land and why it has become fashionable for people to live on the urban fringes.
LESSON: -  To learn what greenfield is and why it is in such high demand.  To talk about the positive and negative aspects of greenfield land and its development.  Learn why is it important that we preserve a certain amount of Greenfield

TITLE: -  Developing Greenfield sites

LEARNING OUTCOME: -

· Aims and Objectives

· To understand what Greenfield is.

· Why there is a demand for it

· Why we must think twice about constantly developing on Greenfield

· The main advantages and disadvantages of Greenfield as an area to develop upon.

LESSON LENGTH: -  One hour lesson.  The first ten to twenty minutes should be spent going through the work sheet and any ideas that the students have about developing on Greenfield.  Maybe they have examples of developments which they have or have not agreed with in their local area.  Then for the next forty minutes students should be allowed access to computers or crayons and paper, to design a poster.

RESOURCES NEEDED: -  Enough worksheets for each student.  Depending on whether the poster is done on the computer or in class they will need paper, pencils and glue.

LESSON SUMMARY: -  The students should have thought about the impacts of developments on Greenfield.  After looking at both sides of the argument they should be able to form their own opinion about whether developing greenfield is the way forward.

EXTENSION MATERIAL/ POSSIBLE HOMEWORK: -  Have the students look around their town etc for an area of Greenfield.  Have them think about whether they would like a development there or not.  If they would be willing to lose the Greenfield area, what would they develop on it?  What would be the advantages of the development to the economy and the local area as a whole?

NEXT LESSON: -  We will be looking at brownfield sites, which are alternative places on which to develop.  It is land which has been used previously but is now dormant, so a development could take place upon it.  Maybe have them think of brownfield site developments in the immediate area, e.g. a local housing estate was built upon an old quarry.

Developing greenfield sites.

The development of Greenfield sites has many advantages as well as disadvantages.  Fill the table below in, showing the advantages and disadvantages of the development: -

TEACHERS AID FOR LESSON 3.

(Quick reminder to students about what studied in the last lesson, greenfield sites.)

TOPIC: -  The development of brownfield sites, the advantages and disadvantages of developing upon these sites.
LESSON: -  An increasing population means new houses are constantly being developed.  There has also been an increase in the demand to live in the city centre, so an increase in apartments being built has occurred.  These developments need to be built on disused land – brownfield. 

TITLE: -  Developing brownfield sites.

LEARNING OUTCOME: -

· Aims and Objectives

· To understand what brownfield sites are
· Why we need to build on this land
· The advantages and disadvantages of building on this type of land.
· For the students to develop their own opinion about if and why we should develop these sites over greenfield sites.
LESSON LENGTH: -  The lesson should last one hour.  The first twenty to thirty minutes should be spent recapping greenfield sites and reading through the worksheet.  The second half of the lesson should be spent talking about their opinions about local developments on brownfield and greenfield sites.  Then finally they should work through the question sheet.

RESOURCES NEEDED: -  Enough copies of worksheets and question sheets for each student.

LESSON SUMMARY: -  Pupils should understand that the development of brownfield sites is essential if we want to preserve greenfield locations.  We must invest in old land, making it safe and an appropriate location to live in.

NEXT LESSON: -  Moving on to a new area of settlement.  Moving away from the developed world and on to the growth of LEDC cities.  Why are these cities developing so fast – have them think about birth and death rates, which direction do they believe they are going in these countries? Maybe ask them to think about other reasons for the growth.

Developing brownfield sites.

Question sheet.

1. Think of three examples of developments on brownfield sites close to your home.  Think about the previous land use and if any investment would have been needed to decontaminate the land.  Draw a sketch map of the locations of these sites.

2. What are the advantages and disadvantages of brownfield sites?

Talk with the person next to you about the following topics and think of two examples for each: -

· Economy (local shops and services, will they benefit?)

· Traffic

· Noise

· Pollution

· Overcrowding

3. How do you feel about encouraging developments on brownfield sites? Write a couple of sentences for each of the bullet points below.

· Do you think the government should help developers with the cost of decontamination?

· Does the development have positive affects on the local economy?

· What about the prospect of 500 new families, over 500 more cars in the area?

TEACHERS AID FOR LESSON 4.

(Introduction to employment as a topic)
TOPIC: -  Introduction to the layout of Leeds and the key areas of employment.

LESSON: -  The developments which are occurring in Leeds, not just in the city centre but on the outskirts also.  The distribution of employment over employment sectors

TITLE: -  Employment in Leeds

LEARNING OUTCOME: -

· Aims and Objectives: -  
· Understand the past and present employment patterns in Leeds.
· The idea of developments around Leeds City centre and the periphery.

· How to calculate angles and create a pie chart.

· Let them think about the city they live in and the importance of further development in Leeds for employment.
LESSON LENGTH: -  The lesson is one hour long.  It should take between 20-25 minutes to talk through the worksheet and question sheet.  Leaving 30-35 minutes for the pupils to work through the questions

RESOURCES NEEDED: -  Protractors, glue, graph paper, plain A4 paper, and calculators.
LESSON SUMMARY: -  The pupils should learn about the layout of Leeds as a city and how all jobs are not just situated in the centre.  Also they should recognise how Leeds is developing and so attracting further investment.  The last exercise should help them to recognise all the positives about living in Leeds.

EXTENSION ACTIVITY: -  Get them to think about any developments which are occurring in the Wortley area and how they could affect employment in Leeds.  Maybe get them to think about a development they would like to occur in Wortley and get them to locate this development.  (3-4 Sentences)

POSSIBLE HOMEWORK: -  To finish the questions set for the exercise. Also remind them to look out, when travelling around Leeds, for Business and Retail parks and for any developments occurring in Leeds.

NEXT LESSON: -  Will be looking at the different views of Leeds and how out of town developments such as the White Rose Centre are springing up.  Thinking about whether they will have an affect on the city centre and how they could also be seen as a positive development.

TEACHERS AID FOR LESSON 5.

(Quick reminder to students about what studied in the last lesson)
TOPIC: -  Introduction to the key areas around Leeds for Business, shopping and development..

LESSON: -  A distinction between the different locations of business around Leeds.  Looking at Leeds and how developments around the Leeds outskirts could have an affect on the city centre.

TITLE: - Views of Leeds
LEARNING OUTCOME: -

· Aims and Objectives: -

· Understand the layout of Leeds
· Be able to name and locate developments in Leeds with the use of six-figure grid referencing.
· Get the pupils to recognise the need for planning before they choose the place of development for the ice rink.  
· Over all the pupils should recognise how transport links and other developments can advantage the growth of inner-city development and out-of-town developments.
LESSON LENGTH: -  One-hour duration.  Split evenly between reading through the worksheets and talking through their own knowledge of Leeds and the changes which they have seen occurring over recent years.

RESOURCES NEEDED: -  Maps of Leeds, A4 plain paper

LESSON SUMMARY: -  The pupils should learn about the importance of development both in the city centre and the outskirts.  They should understand what the CBD is and how it is affected by developments out of the city.

EXTENSION ACTIVITY: -  The class could do the last exercise altogether in the computer room.  Producing posters of their idea for the development and maybe turning it into a competition between them for the best location and advertising ideas. 

POSSIBLE HOMEWORK: -  To complete any questions they have not done and to complete the poster for next lesson when a winner could be announced.

NEXT LESSON: -  Why is transport a key to development around Leeds.  What are the problems of traffic in Leeds and how is the city trying to get around the problem of overcrowded roads.

TEACHERS AID FOR LESSON 6.

(Quick reminder to students about what studied in the last lesson)

TOPIC: -  The issue of congestion and the ever-increasing numbers of cars in Leeds.

LESSON: - Transport with links to out of town development, people living in greenbelt areas.  How transport links to employment.  Businesses need to look at the location and availability of transport when deciding where to locate. There are possible solutions, which are currently under trial in Leeds.

TITLE: -  The Changing Face of Transport.

LEARNING OUTCOME: -

· Aims and Objectives

· Understand why traffic is a major issue and how it is an increasingly important issue.

· Understand the problems which occur with an increase in traffic.

· To understand possible solutions to traffic problems.

· To understand that transport and employment have a connection.

LESSON LENGTH: - One hour long.  First twenty to thirty minutes reading through the sheet and discussing any issues, ideas or examples they know with regard to Leeds or other areas.

RESOURCES NEEDED: - Worksheets and question sheets for each student.

LESSON SUMMARY: - Development of the future should occur around transport links or transport links should be linked up to current major areas of employment.  The idea of a more sustainable future way of transportation, which could reduce congestion and pollution.

EXTENSION ACTIVITY: - Get the students to think about any possible modes of transport that could be introduced in Leeds or any policies that could reduce car use. E.G. In Italy they are thinking about introducing days of travel for different registrations. If a registration ends in an even number or odd determines when they can be used! Extreme but an idea.

POSSIBLE HOMEWORK: - Have them think about the next lesson and possible examples and reasons why shopping centres and businesses have developed out of town.

NEXT LESSON: - The next lesson we will be looking at how more developments are occurring on the edges of Leeds.  Looking at how, why, when and where they have developed in Leeds.  Have them think about or look out for developments that have occurred outside Leeds.

Question Sheet.

TEACHERS AID FOR LESSON 7.

(Quick reminder to students about what studied in the last lesson)

TOPIC: - The development of out of town shopping centres and business parks.

LESSON: - Shops and offices are moving their stores and offices out of the crowded city centre.  They are moving to areas of cheaper land rent and areas where larger stores can be built.  The key to these developments being successful is the fact that they are so easily accessible, convenient and offer the growing number of car users a large amount of free parking.

TITLE: - Getting out of the town centre

LEARNING OUTCOME: -

· Aims and Objectives

· Understand the recent history of out of town developments.
· Be able to give examples from Leeds.
· Be able to explain why stores move out of the centre and so why they locate in certain areas outside the city. With the use of the bid-rent theory.
· Understand and explain the affects of these developments on Leeds city centre.
LESSON LENGTH: - The lesson will probably be split evenly between going through the work sheet and explaining the bid-rent theory, and doing the question sheet.

RESOURCES NEEDED: - Worksheets and question sheets for each student, graph paper and glue.

LESSON SUMMARY: - The idea that shops and offices are moving out of the city centre to cheaper land on the edge of the city.  They locate with regard to transport links, local population and other services in the area.

EXTENSION ACTIVITY: - The question sheet should be long enough for this exercise.  If not let the student know about next lessons plan and have them think about developments that have occurred or are occurring at the moment.

POSSIBLE HOMEWORK: - Think about the possible ways in which Leeds City Centre is trying to fight back and get consumers back into the city. (The Light, new flats, retail and housing development on the Royal Armouries)

NEXT LESSON: - Next lesson we will be discussing how the city centre is fighting back against the out of town shopping developments.

LESSON: -  How Leeds is fighting back by modernising and attracting a different type of clientele with the development of the Light.

TITLE: -  The Light – Leeds City Centre fights back.

LEARNING OUTCOME: -

· Aims and Objectives

· The fight back of Leeds city centre to out of town shopping centres.
· The development of older buildings.
· The increasing number of flats being built in the city centre, for young professionals.
· Understand that city centres can work with out of town shopping centres, not exactly in direct competition.
LESSON LENGTH: -  One hour long with the lesson being split between talking through the worksheet and the pupils knowledge of Leeds Cite centre and its recent developments. 

RESOURCES NEEDED: - Enough worksheets and question sheets for all students.

LESSON SUMMARY: -  Leeds is being redeveloped and attracting a new generation to both live and shop in the city centre.  It is aiming to offer areas to shop, eat, live and be entertained all in one very small area.  It is also looking to redevelop major areas in the city centre such as the Millennium Square and the City Square where people can sit quietly eating their lunch and reading their papers.  However Leeds city centre is not really competing with the White Rose Centre as much as it is catering for a different section of society.
