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INTRODUCTION:

During the final year of my BSc Geography degree at the University of Leeds, I chose to participate in the module; Geographers into Teaching, 2004/2005’.  I feel that module has been extremely useful, not only in providing me with a valuable insight into classroom life, but in contributing towards my acceptance onto the PGCE course in Primary Education at the University of Leeds, commencing September 2005.

Part of the module required that at least 60 hours of classroom observation were undertaken at a school.The following document contains a series of lesson plans, prepared by myself, after discussion with my designated school coordinator.  A short ten minute presentation finally was performed, providing verbal communication to fellow peers and my module leader, with regards to my experiences within school and my prepared teaching materials.
The following document contains a comprehensive set of teaching resources, with associated guidance for classroom staff, for the QCA Year 4 (Unit 10) module; ‘An Indian Village’.  Each lesson is presented in the form of a user friendly framework, providing a lesson structure (including objectives, development, plenary and assessment), with resources and worthwhile instructions for Special Needs Assistants.  Pupil tasks and worksheets accompanying this module can be found within this package, and are highlighted and underlined in bold red font where appropriate. 
Unit 10: A Village in India according to the QCA guidelines ‘is a long unit. In it, children develop ideas about a less economically developed country. The unit is based on a photopack produced by ActionAid about the village of Chembakolli in India...’. Although classified as a long unit, some sections of the guidelines have been revised to maintain a geographical emphasis throughout.
The following pack contains five separate lesson plan frameworks.  Three of the lessons have been allocated as double sessions and hence, it is very likely that twice the amount of time will be needed to teach these more difficult features of the course. It is expected that approximately ten hours of teaching can be taken from this guidance.
TOPIC VOCABULARY – country, continent, village, city, hills, rivers, weather, climate, monsoon, landscape, homes, farming, agriculture, work, maps, directions.

         LESSONS 1 & 2                                  CLASS: 3/4L                     SUBJECT: Geography – An Indian Village
	Session/ Context:  An Indian Village – The Country of India


	Learning Objectives:
· To understand that India is a country, found in the continent of Asia.
· To appreciate that India is very different to England (making specific reference to the Indian village of Chembakolli, the main focus of this topic).


	Introduction:
This is the first session of QCA Unit 10. The Children are expected to have only a very basic knowledge of India and as such, the first session will introduce the country of India and the continent in which this country lies.  Provide a verbal presentation to the children, using photographs (ActionAid) and a globe for support and to increase child understanding and perception. 
1) Introduce the new Geography topic to the children and ask the class if anyone has been lucky enough to visit India or another Asian Country/ can anyone locate India on a globe or within an Atlas? Can the children locate the UK and do they know the name of the continent to which the UK belongs? Also, ask for suggestions about how we would travel to visit India.
2) Using Atlases and globes try and find out the names of India’s neighbouring countries. Do the children know how to locate the names of cities, towns, rivers and seas? What colour are the mountains in the atlases/ globes? Using the aforementioned resources, explain the concept of borders which separate countries.
3) Before researching India more, ask the children if they know anything about India, in terms of how people live, what the climate is like, modes of transport etc. 
NB) Throughout the discussion, transfer the pupils’ findings onto the wipeable world map and leave on display at the front of the room.
Development: 
Children to complete the worksheet on India – text books, internet access or CD ROMs can be used to complete the task.

Plenary: 
Discuss the work completed by the children on their worksheets. Ask for pupils to suggest why England and India are different. Can anyone name any cities or mountains in India, or its surrounding waters? 
Assessment: Mark and grade children’s work. Also take time to assess children verbally.

LESSON 3                                   CLASS: 3/4L                                 SUBJECT: Geography – An Indian Village
	Session/ Context: The village of Chembakolli


	Learning Objectives:

· To understand that Chembakolli is very different to a typical village in the Leeds area.
· To identify key features on a simple map of the village, which will be useful for later lessons.


	Introduction:
Begin with a quick re-cap of the double session from last week. Can the children remember where in the world India is located? What is a border country and can the children name one of India’s? Is India a bigger or smaller country than England in terms of its physical size and population figures?
Gather the children at the front of the room and explain that the main focus of this topic is specifically on an Indian village called Chembakolli. To assist child understanding of this new concept, read the story provided by ActionAid; ‘Footprints in the Forest: a Chembakolli story’. Ask questions such as what happened in the story, and which animals did we read about or see in the pictures?
Provide the children with a blank map of Chembakolli (available within this resources pack). Discuss which features can be seen on the map.
Using the photos available from ActionAid, show a selection to the class and see whether or not they are able to observe any noticeable differences or similarities between the pictures and what they are used to seeing in Leeds.
Development:
Pupils should complete the Chembakolli Map Worksheet within this single lesson. If unfinished, able pupils should complete the task at home.

Teacher to invite individuals to the front once independent work commences, to talk about features on the Chembakolli map, directions from one place to another and noticeable differences between Chembakolli and Leeds.

Children to take Activity Sheet One home to complete.
Plenary:
As a class, discuss the answers to the short worksheet.
Re-read the story; ‘footprints in the forest’. 

What are the children’s first impressions of Chembakolli?
Assessment:
Children assessed through their answers to the worksheet, along with their ability to verbally discuss obvious differences between India and England.

 CLASS: 3/4L                              SUBJECT: Geography – An Indian Village

	Session/ Context: How is the land used in Chembakolli?


	Learning Objectives:
· To learn that Indian people make use of their land in a wide variety of ways.
· To understand that many people in Chembakolli work in the open, mainly in farming and agriculture.

	Introduction:

Begin this session with a brief re-cap of the previous week’s lesson which introduced the children to the Village of Chembakolli. Can the children remember the maps of the village which they used? What differences and similarities are there between Chembakolli and Leeds? Did anyone complete the wordsearch at home? How many pupils found all 20 hidden words? 

Explain to the children that in this session, we will be making full use of the ActionAid photographs which we have referred to already on occasions in the last week or so.

Firstly, take the ActionAid photographs 1-8 (Landscape and work) and 20-30 (farming) and distribute them between the tables of the classroom. Ask the children to listen as you read out a set of descriptions which relate to each photo (the description labels are found within the ActionAid photo resource package-available online). Can they match the description with the photos?
Do the scenes in these photographs appear different to British landscapes? Who do we see working? What jobs are taking place? What equipment are they using? Can any animals be seen? Can anyone make any other interesting observations?

Finally introduce the Work in Chembakolli Group Task. Ask different members of the class to read out aloud from different parts of the sheet. Ask pupils what they think life is like for different Indian people. Tell the class that they will have to complete this task, but this will likely take place the second of these two sessions.
Development:
Following class questioning, children to return to their places and complete the Chembakolli Land Worksheet. Most pupils should complete the task within the first session, although not all will complete the extension.

Pupils will then discuss the Work in Chembakolli Worksheet amongst their table group. After re-reading and digesting the worksheet, the children should answer the questions on the worksheet.
Plenary: 
As at the start of the session, re-show the pictures used in these sessions to the class. Can anyone describe the shape of the land in a picture? Do we all know what the people in the pictures are doing now and why they might be doing it?  What are the positive and negative things about life in Chembakolli?

Assessment:
Assessment in this task is through groups discussing their findings and from the individual and group worksheets.

CLASS: 3/4L                             SUBJECT: Geography – An Indian Village

	Session/ Context: The children of Chembakolli.


	Learning Objectives:
· To learn that a day in the life of an Indian child is quite different to that of a child in Leeds.
· To understand that boys and girls do not have the same education chances, and that some children have no education at school.


	Introduction:
Start this week’s session with a brief re-cap of last weeks double session. Ask the children if anyone can remember what the land is used for in Chembakolli. Can anyone remember what was shown on the ActionAid photographs? Importantly, which children can provide a positive and a negative fact about living in an Indian village such as Chembakolli?
Now introduce the idea of an Indian school. What do the pupils think conditions are like in these schools? Do the Indian children have access to computers and nice writing materials like we do in Leeds? Can anyone explain why the young Indian girls have much less of an education than the boys? Explain that girls are often required in the home to help out by looking after their younger brothers and sisters whilst their parents work long hours.
For these sessions, ActionAid photograph numbers 16,17,18 and 19 will be used. Ask the children to come and sit at the front of the room, so that they can all view the photographs and share their opinions together as a group. What do the photographs show and what are the striking differences between the Chembakolli school and a typical Leeds school? Do the people in these images look happy?
Development:
The children have one task to complete in this double lesson; School life in Chembakolli Worksheet. The extension activity should be attempted by all children. This may take time and therefore, the full two sessions will likely be needed.
Plenary: 
Can the children identify key differences between an Indian village school and a school in an English city such as Leeds? Have the children attained an understanding for the possible reasons why girls have less opportunity than boys at this young age?
Assessment:
Children to be assessed on their ability to answer the questions presented on the two worksheets, along with verbal feedback when questioned in class.

LESSON 8 

 CLASS: 3/4L                                 SUBJECT: Geography – An Indian Village

	Session/ Context: Houses and other buildings in Chembakolli.



	Learning Objectives:
· To establish that the environment of a Chembakolli home is different to our homes in Leeds.
· To appreciate that there are similarities and differences between the materials used for 
             housing in Chembakolli and Leeds.

	Introduction:
This is the final lesson of the ‘Indian Village’ topic. Try and ask questions to test the children’s’ understanding of the course up to this point. How many children can point at India on a globe without any assistance? Do we know about India’s seas, borders and Mountains? Ask the children if they can tell you where in India Chembakolli is. What services can be found in this village and what is its physical appearance like? Which crops are grown and why is land hilly in some places and very flat in others? What are the main types of work? What is a child’s day at school like and how does is it differ to a typical school child in Leeds? Questions such as these could be carried out in a large group discussion (brainstorming) or you may find it more beneficial to ask these simple questions in the form of a quick quiz.

Explain to the children that this is the last session and that in it we will be looking at what houses and other buildings look like and what they are made of in Chembakolli village. Use the ActionAid photographs for the initial introduction as this will aid understanding. Photograph numbers 5, 7, 8, 11, 13, 15, 25 and 29 should prove useful. Ask the children to suggest what is used to make houses in Chembakolli. Show them the pictures of houses, shown in photographs 7 and 29. Can they spot the main differences (there are several)? Can any pupils suggest why most houses don’t have doors or windows? Mention the different materials involved (wood, bricks, PVC, mud, straw, slate, concrete etc…). Can the children identify these materials?

Then have a talk about factors such as health care. In photograph 15, people are receiving treatment on the roadside. How does this differ to Leeds and why? Finally, Introduce the final task; Buildings in Chembakolli Worksheet.
Development:
Ask the children to brainstorm ideas about what they see and how it compares to buildings in Leeds. Then ask the pupils to spend the second half of this session completing the short worksheet.
Plenary:
Do the children understand that India is a huge country with an enormous population? Have they attained knowledge for the key differences between life in an Indian village and life in Leeds? Would the children like to visit India? Do children in Leeds have fewer or more opportunities than youngsters in Chembakolli?
Assessment:
Buildings in Chembakolli Worksheet forms the main component of assessment for this session. Consider performing a quick quiz or ask independent questions to the children to further assess their understanding.
