Understanding the idea of past and present

To recognise different rooms and household objects from a long time ago.

To describe the characteristics of household objects from a long time ago. 


	Prior to the lessons create a small classroom display using the artefacts from the museum. Put up some of the Victorian photos of families and children.  
Talk about the idea of past and present with the children. Talk about things 100 years ago and how they were different to today. Look at the photos from Victorian times. What is different about the way they dress to how we dress today? 
Use the classroom display of museum artefacts. Pass some of the artefacts around the class and ask the children what they think they are and what they were used for in the past. Talk about each of the artefacts in turn, what they were used for and what we use today instead. How similar are they to the things we use today, e.g. the iron- how is it different from irons we use at home in the present?
Children to watch the ‘Magic Grandad’ video about Victorian Kitchens. Encourage the children to spot some of our artefacts in the video. How many of them could they spot? After the video ask which things were in the video which are also on our display? 
Class to then complete the worksheet ‘Things we have/had’.  

Extension Activity: Colour in pictures on worksheet and try and write some words on the sheet of more things from the past or present.

	Read though ‘A Balloon for Grandad’ with the class. Ask if Sam’s kitchen is like yours at home? Look at the different types of houses in different countries. Look at the different features which the balloon passes over and talk about them in turn and where they can be found in the world: desert, river, mountain, sea and island. Look at the houses on the island where Grandad lives- what’s different about them to the houses we live in? Look at the clothes Grandad wears-Why do you think he wears them and how are they different to the clothes we wear? Look at Grandad’s house and how it is different from Sam’s house and our houses. Trace the balloons journey on a globe-where it started and where it ended.

After reading the book, talk about the idea of near and far away. Explain that Sam’s Grandad lives very far away. Do your Grandparents or other relatives live near or far away? Ask them to name destinations/places which they think are very near, near, far away and very far away. Do you know anyone who lives in a different country? 

Complete the worksheet about things which are near and far away. Children to write one thing in each circle. 

Extension Activity: Can add more things to each circle or draw some pictures in the circle of things they think are near o far away.

To recognise the different materials used to build a model house and why they are used.

To know the process of building a house.

To re-use their knowledge of making a door and window hinge.
	Children to sit on the carpet. Talk about the materials we need to build our own model house. Discuss where we got the materials from, what they are made of and why we are using them e.g. use transparent plastic for the windows so you can see through them. Explain why we are using masking tape and not cellotape- so can paint over it. 

Demonstrate how to put the materials together to build the model and demonstrate the process of building their model house. Remind them of the process of making hinges. 

First take the cardboard box. Cut out windows and a door. Use transparent plastics for the windows; make some as flaps so they open and close. Use door hinges from previous week and stick to the door. Take a piece of card, fold it in half and make some flaps on each side which are then glued to the top of the house. Cut a hole in the roof and then taking an egg cup; push the egg cup through the hole to take a chimney. (To all be demonstrated to the teacher by myself before the lesson)

Write a list of all the materials we will be using next week to make a house.

To recognise features of places

To recognise the different flags of different countries in the world, particularly UK, France, U.S. 
	Use BBC website www.bbc.co.uk/schools/barnabybear/ to look at photo gallery of places where Barnaby has been in the world and look at the different features in these places: Tower of Pisa, Big Ben, Eiffel Tower, and Great wall of China. Children can then remember to associate these features with that country or place. Look for these places on a map or atlas.
Look at the flags of these places where Barnaby had visited. On the white board, use pictures of flags and match each flag to its country on the map. Draw or use string to make a label from country on the map to its flag. Talk about flags: Flags are used to identify world countries and places and to signify events. They are used everywhere but are mainly associated with geographical regions and countries, but many other places or organisations use them, e.g scouts, brownies, pirates, boats, football games. Where else have you seen flags being used? Write a list on the board of the things the class come up with. 
Children to complete the worksheet. Each table to have a copy of the sheet with the flags and country names and the class have to colour in the flags and write the country name under each flag.

To find places on a map.

Identify different types of weather experienced in places and the concept of seasonal changes and their effects on people.
Look at differences between countries due to the weather.

To find out how to look at the weather forecast for different countries. 


	Look at the places again where Barnaby Bear has visited. Remind them on the map where these countries are in the world. Include Norway as this is on the activity sheet.
Talk about different weather conditions: sunny, rainy, windy, snowy, cold, warm. Different countries experience different weather conditions. One country could be experiencing a different type of weather to another at exactly the same time. 

Ask the children to describe what the weather may be like in some of the places where Barnaby has visited.  What sort of things would Barnaby need to take with him to these places and why? E.g what clothes would he need for certain types of weather in certain countries? 

Look at different ways you can find out what the weather is like in different countries: internet, newspaper. Prior to lesson print off some weather forecasts for places around the world and tell these to the children. Look at the symbols used to show what the weather is like. Stick each symbol on the white board and ask what the class think it is showing about the weather and then write its meaning next to the symbol. 

Children to then do the worksheet. Blue group to do separate worksheet: Draw pictures of what Barnaby will need for his holiday in Spain in the suitcase.
