	Learning Objectives: To understand what is meant by ‘settlement’ and ‘settlement function’; to understand the reasons behind the siting of early settlements.

	Starter (5mins):
Introduce the module by giving the pupils the ‘big picture’ (see teacher’s notes).

Introduction (15mins):
Explain that today pupils will learn what a settlement is and what is meant by settlement. ‘function’

Turn to pages 52 – 53 in Foundations and read through as a class.

Define ‘settlement’ and discuss the meaning of settlement function using examples from the book. 

Write important points on the board including a definition of the word ‘settlement’ and the meaning of settlement ‘function’ (see teacher’s notes); ask pupils to copy into their books.

Activity (30mins):
Pupils to complete worksheet on settlement function (crossword and questions) 

Hand out worksheet 1.2 (‘How were early settlement sites chosen?’) to each pupil. Introduce to the pupils the idea of settlement ‘sites’ and discuss the reasons behind siting a settlement in a particular place. 

Pupils are then to complete worksheet 1.2.

Completed worksheets are to be glued into workbooks.

Plenary (5mins):
Pupils are to play ‘the describing game’ (see teacher’s notes).

Extension Activity:
Complete questions on page 53 in Foundations.

	Learning Objectives: To understand the reasons behind siting settlements in particular places; to learn how to work together effectively with other pupils.

	Starter (10mins):
Recap of lesson 1: ask pupils to volunteer reasons for siting a settlement - draw a spider diagram on the board.

Activity (40mins):
‘Building a settlement’

Explain to pupils that today they are going to create their own settlement based on a previously – made example (which is to be shown to the class).

Make clear that there are high expectations of good behaviour during this activity!

Pupils to form groups of 3 – 4. They are to use materials provided to make their own 3 – D map. Write the things which must be included on the map on the board as a reminder.

When pupils have completed this activity, they are to choose a suitable location for a settlement on their map.

Plenary (5mins):
As a class, discuss each group’s reasons for their choice of settlement site.

Making a settlement model:  

A large sheet of cardboard (approximately A3) is to be cut in to 4 pieces of decreasing size. These pieces are to have uneven edges in the style of a contour line. The pieces are then to be glued one on top of the other from largest to smallest to form a relief map. The relief map should then be coloured in with green pencil crayon. Areas of marsh and woodland along with a river should be depicted by shapes cut from coloured paper. A piece of cardboard showing the letter ‘S’ should then be stuck to the settlement model with Blue Tac in the best place to locate a settlement.

The example model should be used to depict the ideal settlement location according to natural factors – these factors should be briefly explained to the class.

The models which the pupils make do not have to be identical to the example model.

	Learning Objectives: To realise the different types of settlement pattern; to learn how to work together effectively with other pupils.

	Starter (7mins):
Explain that today pupils will learn about settlement patterns.
Ask pupils to turn to page 56 in Foundations and write the date and title ‘Settlement patterns’ in their exercise books. Instruct the pupils to complete a ‘jumbled word’ exercise (see teacher’s notes) using the text book to help them.

Read through important points on page 56 as a class.  Write definitions of nucleated, dispersed, and linear settlements on the board for pupils to copy (see teacher’s notes). 
Introduction (13mins):
Pupils to complete worksheet ‘4 Settlement 3’ on settlement pattern types. After 10 mins, answers will be discussed as a class. Completed worksheets are to be glued into workbooks.

Activity (30mins):
In the same groups as for lesson 2, pupils are to add a road to their 3 – D maps (from lesson 2) using materials provided (see teacher’s notes). 

Pupils will then add each settlement ‘type’ in an appropriate place. Show the previously – made example to the class as a basis for their own models.

Make clear that there are high expectations of good behaviour during this activity!

Plenary (5mins):
As a class, discuss each group’s reasons for positioning their settlement types as they did. 

Extension Activity:
Pupils to turn to page 57 in Foundations and complete Activity 1.

Jumbled word exercise: Several rearranged words relating to the lesson are written on the board for pupils to unscramble. 

Suggested words for lesson 3:  nucleated, linear, dispersed, settlement, pattern

Dispersed settlement: Several farms or buildings spread out over a wide area.

Linear settlement: Buildings spread out in a line along a road, river or railway route.

Nucleated settlement: Buildings which are grouped closely together. 

Adding settlement patterns to the model: Pupils are to cut out shapes representing two roads and glue them to their settlement models so that they cross over at some point. Pupils will then draw linear, dispersed and nucleated settlements at the appropriate points on the map using a different coloured marker pen for each settlement pattern.

	Module of work: Settlement

	Learning Objectives: To realise the location of Leeds and its original function; to reinforce knowledge acquired in previous lessons; to further develop I. T. skills; to develop interpersonal and group working skills.

	Starter (4mins):
Explain to pupils that today they will be learning about how, where and why Leeds grew up. 

Hand out an atlas one between two pupils. Ask pupils to locate Leeds in Britain. Pupils are to keep atlases open at this page. 
Introduction (16mins):
Hand out O. S. maps – one between two pupils. Ask pupils to locate Leeds and Armley on the map. Pupils are to write the title and date in their workbooks. Hand out worksheet 4.1 to pupils and read through as a class. Pupils are then to complete all questions using the O. S. map and the atlas (see teacher’s notes). After 10 minutes, answers will be discussed as a class.

Activity (30mins):
Research project:
Explain that pupils will now do some research into the settlement history of Leeds using computers. 

Make sure all pupils have a password to access the internet. Hand out worksheet 4.2 and read through as a class. Explain that pupils are to find the answers to the questions using websites from the list or by typing words into a search engine. Information that they find can then be copied and pasted to a word file. Encourage pupils to present their work in an interesting and visually appealing fashion, including photographs and maps where possible. 

Remind pupils to save their work!

Plenary (5mins):
As a class, pupils will be asked questions based on today’s lesson, including what they think are the natural advantages of the Leeds site and what they thought the original function was.

Around 500BC settlers had probably cleared the woodland near to the site of Leeds Bridge to create farmland.

As time passed the central area would have become surrounded by open farmland as the trees were cleared for grazing, building and fuel.
By the time of the Norman Conquest Leeds was a sizeable farming village centred around the bridge over the river. To the west was the manor house reached by travelling on the Buhr Lane. To the east was the parish church reached by travelling on the Kirk Gate (road to the church). A little way to the north was the York road. From the village to the York road one would have travelled on the Bridge Gate (the road to the bridge). Today Briggate is still the major thoroughfare in Leeds.

In 1450 the importance of Leeds was established – markets a cloth halls were built. A period of growth and development began.

Towards the end of the sixteenth century, wool processing developed. The population rose to around 3000 people.

In the 17th century wooden buildings on Briggate were replaced by brick buildings. By now Leeds was the main town in the country for selling cloth. The market in Briggate was the biggest in Yorkshire. The Aire and Calder navigation canal was built in 1699.

In the eighteenth century, the wool industry was the main income provider, but Leeds diversified into many other industries. Leeds bridge was widened twice and Leeds-Liverpool canal was completed in 1816. Back to back terraced housing was built as the population increased. In 1801 the population was over 50,000.

In 1901 the main industries were engineering and tailoring. The population was 178.000. Leeds University started in 1904. The population in 1911 was 450,000. This rose to 717,000 in 1974.

Jobs in Leeds have changed a lot. Instead of in industry, most jobs are now in the service sector.

	Learning Objectives: To understand the benefits and problems of living in a city; to recognise how different groups of people are affected by city environments; to practice working effectively as part of a group; to develop interpersonal skills.

	Starter (5mins):
Explain that today pupils will learn about the benefits and problems of living in a city and how they affect different groups of people.

Hand out Foundations textbooks – one for each pupil. And instruct them to turn to page 58. Read the first two paragraphs as a class. Discuss the meaning of the word ‘benefit’; if necessary write a definition on the board.
Introduction (18mins):
Explain to pupils that they are going to try a card sorting exercise in pairs. Hand out a set of cards to each pair. Read instructions to the class (see teacher’s notes).

After 10mins, ask a pupil from each group to come to the front and write an answer in a table on the board (see teacher’s notes).  

Activity (27mins):
Ask pupils to write today’s date and the title ‘Benefits and problems of settlement growth’ in their workbooks and copy the table from the board. 

Explain that the growth of a city and urban living in general can affect different groups of people in different ways. 

Hand out worksheet 5.1 to each pupil. Read through the paragraph at the top of the page as a class. Ask pupils to consider how city living is different for them as opposed to other groups of people. Go through the answers to the first question as a class. Pupils are then to complete the rest of the worksheet on their own. 

Go through the answers when all pupils have completed the worksheet.

Plenary (5mins):
Ask pupils how they think Armley may be different in 10 years’ time and how they think this may affect them.

Extension Activity:
Turn to page 58 in Foundations and complete Activity 2.

	Homework: Each pupil is to be given a blank piece of paper. Pupils are to find out about attempts to resolve problems in their area (traffic levels, pollution, crime, vandalism, litter, etc.) using the internet, newspapers or by asking community members. Pupils are to save any newspaper articles they discover and write their findings down on a blank sheet of paper.

Hand out Foundations textbooks – one per pupil – and turn to pages 62 and 63. Choose pupils to read from the page to the class.

Ask pupils to write today’s date and the title ‘Land use patterns in urban areas’. Turn to the glossary and ask the pupils to write the definition of land use into their books. 
Introduction (18mins):
Give out worksheet 6.1 to each pupil. Read through the worksheet as a class. Pupils are then to complete worksheet 6.1 using page 62 in Foundations to help them. After 15mins, go through the answers as a class.

Activity (22mins):
Hand out worksheet 6.2 – one per pupil. Read through the instructions at the top of the worksheet as a class. Ask pupils to complete the worksheet. 
After 20mins go through answers as a class.

Plenary (9mins):
Explain that land use can be represented by more than one model. Draw 5 concentric circles on the board representing a land use model. Write CBD in the centre circle. Pick pupils to come to the board and fill in the circles with the zone name and what they would expect to find there, (see teacher’s notes). Ask pupils to copy the model into their books.

Changing settlements: 

Settlements can change in the following ways:

· Shape and size: as settlements grow, they become more dispersed as wealth in the area increases so does the demand for low density housing and out-of-town shopping outlets.


· Function: the reasons behind settlement growth may change; e.g. farming to service based industries


· Land use: 
land use changes as settlements grow; e.g. closure of factories in inner city areas


· Number and type of people living in the settlement – as the settlement grows, so does the population, hence more services are needed and more money comes into the area. As more businesses locate in the settlement, there is an increase in highly paid jobs, attracting professionals.

How settlement change affects people:

Different groups of people have different interests and will be affected in different ways by settlement change.

Settlement growth may be a good thing for business owners as they will get more custom. However, settlement growth may lead to more traffic, noise and crime, which would not be good for a retired person.
